on the scenc after the great storm
bad struck Jamaica. Whirling across
the Caribbean the hurricane, worst in
the island’s history, wreked towns
and villages, uprooted valuable fruit
«crops, smashed communications, and
deft the stunned population to cope
with a wide trail of destruction.

At nearby Barbados and Bermuda
two frigates of Britain's America and
West Indies Squadron, the 1,600-ton
Bigbury Bay and the 1,430-ton Spar-
sow, were lying at anchor. Promptly
they embarked medical personnel,
supplics, food and stores and sailed
for Jamaica.

INTO ACTION

Arrived there the sailors at once
went into action, setting up relief
points for the supply of food and
drink, extricating dead and injured
from the wreckage of houses and
buildings, treating casualties in emer-
ency first-aid posts, caring for the
Ig:\lnelss and soothing and comfort-
ing frightened children, and helping
to restore order from chaos.

As soon as the immediate situation
was brought under control, H.M.S.
Sparrow embarked fresh stores and
medical supplies and began a cruise
sound the coast, bringing aid to out-
Iying areas temporarily cut off by
blocked roads from the chief centres.

Particularly hard hit by the hur-
ricane was the busy industrial port
of Morant Bay to the south-east,
where the United Fruit Company's
sugar factory was wrecked, and thou-
sands of bags of sugar ruined in the
torrential rain. Here sailors from
the naval frigate landed stores and
men to aid the local authorities to
cope with the problems of housing
the homeless, clearing roads and res-
toring communications

«ed after which the Reverend William
Forde in cloquent style, conveyed to
the congregation the effects of the
devastating  hurricane  which swept
the Island of Jamaica last August,
leaving in its wake the most ghastly
scenes of damage and desolation, The
necessity of sending aid to these suf-
fering Islanders, was greatly stressed,
to which those present responded
liberally.

HELP FOR CHILE

The Royal Navy's readiness to sue-

cour the afflicted transcends inter-
national boundaries, 15 the people of
Chile have special cause to remember
with gratitude. In 1939 when Bri-
tain's cruisers Ajax and Exeter, later
to fight in the Battle of the River
Plate, were paying & visit to Valpa-
raiso a great carhquake wrecked the
towns of Chillan and Concepcion on
Chile's southern scaboard. Delaying
only to embark blankets and medical
stores, both warships raced to the
scene.
Platoons of scamen, stokers and
marines with demolition squads went
ashore, and in lorries supplied by the
local authorities drove to the scene
of disaster. Homeless and injured
were sent back to the two warships,
which, having placed cabins and
messdecks at therr disposal, tumed
themselves into ferries between Val-
paraiso and the stricken areas.

In the meantime shore parties set
up relief centres, dug killed and in-
jured out of the wreckage, protected
banks and business houses from looters
2nd shared their rations of water,
food and cigarettes with the dazed
and hungry survivors.

Earthquake rescue work is no no-
velty to men of Britain's Navy. A
few years ago the sloop Veronica
was lying off Napicr, in New Zealand
when a series of devastating shocks
rocked the district, bringing fire and
destruction in their wake. The captain
of the small British warship im-
mediately took charge of the work
of relief. His ship's company ex-
tricated the injured, established first-
aid posts with X-ray apparatus,
mobile kitchens, a nursery for the
children, rest centres for the homeless
and bereaved, and maintained contact
with the outside world, while the
sailors even took over traffic di-
rection.

The ability of the British sailor to
cope with unforseen emergencies
