smallest of the Elder and Fyf-
fes steamers, can carry 50,000
bunches of Jamaica bananas,
whereas, they could not carry

more, than 40,000, of Costa
Iximl'a fruit. We think, the rea-
son given i1s very stupid, and
fail to see how that, would

make the Jamaica bananas be-
come <«a drug in the English
Market». It is true, that the
bunches of bananas produced
in some places (prmu;uih of
the United Fruit Co.'s farms)
in this country, are nmuch larg-
er than the Jamaica product,
but, that would not make them
«a drug in the Inglish mar-
ket».

We know as a fact, that pro-
per criticsof bananas, has giv-
ven Jamaica banana the pre-
ference, both for their quality
and durability. A bunch of Ja-
maica bananas will out last any
other in holding to the stalk,
for we have seen them ripen
until black, still; they were te-
nacious, firm and edible. Whilst
such qualities are never to be
in other kinds. For instance
take a green bunch of Costa
Rica bananas,or anyother kind,

and hang them up to ripen,
and  you will find that they
start to ripen from the top

of the bunch, aund so rapid-
ly, that if they are not quickly
used up, you would be glad to
dump them. Now, take a bunch
of Jamaica bananas, under sim-
ilar circumstances, and you will
find that they commence ripen-
ing from the bottom of the
bunch, and so gradually, that
they could be kept from ten to
fifteen days, and in a state of
fitness.

These are facts, which can
be bourned out by many who;
understand what we are talk-
ing about.

Therefore, westaust say, (and
with deep'regret, as any sem-
blance of anything else, besides
the truth, would be against our

principle) that the <«Limon
