Historians say that when the
Great Admiral Cristopher Co-

The Russian prisoners in Japan are
unapimous in praising the splendid
aim of the Japs and terrible destruc-
tive power of Shimose powder. They
state that when Nebogatoff's fleet was
attacked by the cnemy in the morning
of the 28th the decks were entirely
swept by a deadly fre; the crews
seeked refuge in the hold and protect-
ed parts of the ships.

When the
Orel's Paymaster’s baggage was being
overhauled by the jagafeae officers,
the crews vociforously demanded pay-
ment of their wages, calling the Pay-
master a thief. These same seamen re-
fused to serve their officers as assis-
tants as they hold them in the least es-
timation. The officers of the Orel pre-
