FROM OUR DESK BY THE EDITOR

Keeping to our annonncement of last week, we treat
below on the matter of the new purchasers of .houses and
in some of which tennants have been residing for many
years, We are not skilled in legal science, but with a grain
of common sense we advance the fact that when one pur-
chases such houses with occupants, he or she automatically
took over the understood rental contract between the ocupants
and the original owners, Mark’ he did not buy an empty
house. To be free of responsability for the tennants, it would be
necessary for the former owner or collector to dismiss the
tennants and deliver the empty building, therefore, in
absence of that the new owner should not be legally per-
mited to use spurious methods to get rid of the occupants,
particulary such ones who are not financially capableto meet
the oufrageous increase in the rental rate. It is all well fo
remain if the increase is forthcoming, but on the protest of
the occupant the owner throws out another subtle web to dine
upon the tennant; that is; he requires the accommodations
for himself; that is accepted and out goes the occupant.

We opine that a veracity of such judical claim would
disclose that to be a popular formula. It seem very incon-
sistent with sound reason that an owner would establish
a family residence, 'no doubt in the name of one of the
members of his family on the lower floor of his house and
at the same time demanding the disoccupancy of the upper
floor of the same building. The law protecting the landlord
should also protect the tennants. Quite true he is the
possessor of the property, but such possession should not
give way to slickness to the discomfort of the occupants.

In The Basket of The Week

We are not here to play, to dream to drift

We have work to do and loads to lift

Culled from the cacao information bulletin

We read interestingly the re-
port of Mr. F. Bowman, the
Chief of the Cacao Center at
Turrialba, in relation with his
two weeks' visit to the Gold
Coast late in last year. The
Chief had the opportunity to
had inspected some of the ca-
cao producing arears of the
Eastern Province and in union
with the staff of the West Afri-
can Cacao Research Institute,
discussions were effected on the
research work done at Tafo.
By the tenor of Mr. Bowman's
comments, it is apparent he was
not impressed by the general
appearance of a Gold Coast
cacao farm and among other
things he mentioned:

The trees are not in rows;
they are thickly planted and are
never pruned. The planting sys-
tem is usually about as follows:
a section of forest or second
growth is selected as the site,
and a few of the larger irees
are felled to admit some sun-
light. The bush is partly slashed
out to afford room to work,

and seeds are planted in groups
of three at intervals of 14 to
3 feet. No liring or uniformity
of interval is attempted. Shallow
depressions are made by lifting
a sliver of top soil with a ma-
chete; the seeds are dropped in,
and the scil replaced to cover
them to a depth of about 4 to
1 inch. No more cultivation is
done until bush and cacao seed-
lings have formed - a solid mat
about 3 feet high. Then a light
slashing of the bush and thin-
ning of the weaker cacao plints
leaves a mat of young trees
with a population of 1,500 to
2,500 per acre. When these
trees reach a height of 5 or 6
feet, a second thinning reduces
the population to 1,000 to 1,200
per acre.

Under this cultural system a
cacao tree produces a jorquette
at a high level, usually 6 to 8
feet, and almost immediately a
new chupon is produced that
continues the vertical growth
and suppresses the normazl side

THE NEGRO CONQUERED

As mentioned in the previous
issue, when the West Indian
workmen arrived on this zone,
they were confronted with con-
ditions which they had not even
dreamed about; there were
swamps, quagmires, deseases,
sickness in all its forms, hard-
ships, privations, ferocious and
savage beasts anda multiplicity
of difficulties. Not-with-stan-
ding these unpleasantconditions,
the blackmen conquered and
comparatively with a very low
death rate.

THEIR CONTRIBUTIONS
Other than their labours on
the construction of the railroad,
. they hewed the forests and
converted them into lucrative

banana and other plantations

for the United Fruit Company
and others who were engaged
in that line of business. They
loaded the ships: which tock
away the products of Costa Ri-
ca to foreign markets and in
turn brought money into the
National Treasury. These are
not all. The negroes not being
accustomed to feed generally on
flour, rice and other such light
food, (if we borrow their own
expression) they soon started at
their spare time or sacrificed
rest periods and set to the cul-
tivation of almost every tropical
growing foodstuffs; sowed also
citrus seeds mangoes, efc. to
augument the then existed gro-
ves of guava, lime and tamarine.
These products did not only
supply their own wants, but beca-
me choised and flavoured delica.

credit also for live stock rearing
by the importation of pedegreed
stock from Jamaica and other
neighbouring countries. By their
small beginnings came into
being remarkable marketing and
greatly reduced. Importation of
first line necessities. It would
not be amiss to state that the
foundation laid by these foreig-
ners in latter years became edu-
cative mediums for those who
took to the cultivation of ground
foods, Every section from the
city of Limon to Guapiles where
the people of colcur were em-

ployed they settled themselves
with comfortable minds; not
like the Israelites of sacred me-
mory who did not want to sing
the songs of Zion in a strange
land. Although the road was
rough and stony at times, yet
they had sung their hymns of
praise as if under their own
vine and fig tree. Quite diffe-
rent from other immigrants, the
people of colour, outside of a
few, had not sent away any
appreciateable amount of their
earnings; they spent unsparingly
to the development of the Re-
public.

growth of first main limbs. These
main limbs diein the shade and
drop off, so that the trees grow
taller, and taller with new sets of
small side limbs at each new
jorquette. The effect is similar
to that of a flat-topped tent of
foliage being gradually lifted by
a mass of thin poles. The fruit
is produced mainly on the
trunks, since thereis never much
of a branch system; and during
the years of early maturity the
production is comparatively high.
Senilety must be expected,
however, at a rather early age,
because no pruning is possible
on mature trees, and terminal
growth is reduced to almost
nothing by the extreme compe-
tition.

The reason for this method
of cultivation seems to be the
capsid bug infestation; or at
least the bugs enforce the con-
tinuation of the system. They
attack the young trees so vo-
raciously that only by growing
a large number of them per
acre, and leaving the bush mixed
with them, can an adequate
number be brought to maturity,
Even then a Gold Coast farm
does not come into production

until five to eight years after
planting. It seems to start late,
bear heavily from the tenth to
the fifteenth year, and then
decline.
