Al terminar este aio vuelve a presentarse a los padres
de familia el mismio problema que en afos anterior jQué
se haoce con los nifios que concluyeron sus estudios prima-
rios? .

El total de alumnos que terminaron la primera ense
fianza al finalizar mil novecientos cuarenta y dos, es de se-
senta. De ellos apenas diez por ciento estdn en condiciones
de trasladarse al interior y terminar sus estudios en los cole-
gios de sequnda ensenanza. El resto, cincuenta y cuatwo,
estan condenados por-' falta de recursos o cortar sus estudios
y a convertirse con los afos en parasitos sociales o humildes
empleados de la Administracién Piblica.

La primera ensefanza, por mas amplio que sca, es
completamente insuficiente para desarrollar con probabili-
dodes de éxito, cuanlquier actividad que no seo la de jorne
lero, policia, guarda o agricultor improvisado.

Esos tesenta y cuatio ninos, muchos de ellos activos,
inteligentes, loboriosos, quedan ahora desorientados en la
vida. En nuestro medio ambiente limonense, es muy dificil
encauzar por senderos de trabajo esos muchachos, por falta
de la preparacién suficicnte para desemipefar ninguna acti-
vidad.

El balneario, los biliares y las cantinas de los chinos
abren sus puertas en continua invitacién o quienes por falta
de trabajo andan en las calles de un lado para otro,

Es necesario que la Secretaria de Educacién Publica, lo
Municipalidad y la Junta de Educacion cnfoquen el proble-
ma en la maognitud de su importancia. En Limén hace falta
un colegio de Sequnda Ensenanza. No es necesario que ten-

. ga muchos lujos en edificio y material de ciencias. Su insta-
lacién, con el apoyo de las tres entidades que citamos, es
perfectamente factible. La Escuela de Comercio, que fun-
ciona en las noches, ha hecho una labor de incalculables
beneficios, sin tener facilidades ni holgura de recursos. En
Puntarenas, donde este mismo problema se estaba presen-
tando, funciona una escuela de Segunda Ensefianza con el
nombre de Marti, simbolo de libertad, de esfuerzo y de re-
dencion. No es entonces un problema de finanzas, sino de
voluntad y de cooperacién.

Alardeamos de tener mas ros que soldad Pre

sentamos al mundo un porcentaje tan bojo de analfabetis-
mp, que nos sentimos orgullosos. Pero e¢sa obra educacional,
en lo que algunas provincias se refiere, es una obra incom-
pleta. Educar a medios o un nifio, no es ganar ninguna ba-
talla en el progreso humiano. Es apenas iniciar el ataque pa-
ra abandonar después a los que entraron a la lucha en la
esperanza de un mejoramiento social, intelectual y eco-
nomico.

Hay también otro aspecto de este problema limornense.
Lo despoblacion periédica a causa de que, quienes tienen
posibilidodes de trasladarse al interior a educar sus hijos,
abandonan la zona atldntica y se instalan definitivamente
en la meseta central, perdiendo al ausentarse todo interés
por la provincia, donde muchisimos de ellos hicieron su for-
tuna. Y este fenomeno que se va presentando afio con aio,
hace de esta zona un eterno lugar de turismo, en que nada
es estable ni nada tiene raices.

Cuando los hijos terminan la primera ensenanza, 1a fa-
milia.se embarca para el interior limpiando de los zapatos
el polvo de la zona. El tiempo va cortando los hilos que lo
conectaban con nuestros problemsas y nuestras esperanzas.
Asi, a hay li genuinos, como hay alajuclenses
o heredianos.

Si en esta ciudad tuviéramos la fortuna de abrir una
escuela de segunda ensefianza y la encouzdramos hacia la

agricultura, hariamos un beneficio incalculable al pais y o
la provincia.

Desarrollar en los que empiezan a educarse el amor o
la tierra y mas tarde, cuando estdn en capacidad de ejercer
tus conocimientos de agricultura, darles, por medio de colo-
nias agricolas un pedozo de tierra suficiente para que plan-
ten, junto con las semillas, los cimientos de la casa, del
hogar y del bienestar del futuro. Quien tiene un pedazo de

tierra propia, que su esfuerzo hizo germinor para el bien-

estar de los suyos, quien fundo un hogar y levanté una fa-
milia, dificilmente abandona todos estos arraigos para bus-
car otras actividades.

Geographically, Tunisia con-

sists of a relatively narrow sirip
of country bounded on the west
by Algeria, on the north and east
by the Mediterranean, and on the
south-east and south by Italy’s
colony, Tripolitania. The total
area is something under 49,000
sguare miles, inhabited by a
population of 2,608,000, Accord-
ing to the 1936 census some 92%
of the population at that time
was made up of Moslems and
native Jews. Of the remaining
8%, about half were French,
(108, 068) and the rest were
Italians (94,289) and other Eu-
ropean nationalities. Of the Ita-
lian portion of the population,
the French estimated before the

war that less than 20% were
pro-Fascist, despite powerful

propaganda efforts on the part
of Italy. The Fascist element
was said to be confined almost
entirely to the relatively small
numbers of Italian business and
professional men, whereas
among the small peasants and
labourers, by far the greatest
part of the Italian population in
Tunisia, there was sald to exist
a fairly strong anti-Fascist ele-
ment.

The country may be roughly
divided into five different areas

according to physical features,
In the north the terrain is cha-
racterized by mountainous areas
alternating with large and fer-
tile valleys; in the north-east,
soil and climate combine to
make the land especially suitable
for citrus fruit cultivation; the
Sahel area, in east-central Tuni-
sia, is noted for its olive groves;
central Tunisia is an area of high
table lands and pastures while
in the south, verging on the Sa-
hara, the country is famous for
date trees and gardens. Agricu-
tural products form the chief
source of revenue for Tunisia,
and account for over 60% of all
exports. Wheat and other grains.
fresh friuts, olives and olive oil
are the most important agricul-

tural products.

Minerals also play an impor-
tant part in Tunisia's economy.
Natural phosphates, iron, lead
and zinc ores are produced in
very considerable quantities, and
make up the balance of Tunisian.
exports.

Manufacturing on any scale is
virtually unknown in the coun-
try, so that manufactured goods
form a large part of Tunisia's
purchases. Strangely enough
for a predominantly agriculfural
