Diplomats around the world
are re-appraising the major po-
licies of East and West, as these
are heing transformed by such
recent cataclysmic changes as
the atomic explosion in Russia,
devaluation of the British pound
and 19 other currencies, the
triumph of the Chinesse com-
munists and its impact on the
rest of Asia, waning strength
of the sacialist parties in Eu-
rope, heightened USSR pressure
on Yugoslavia. 2nd the upsurge
of fierce nationalism in both the
Eastern and Western zones of
Germany. §

Many informed diplomats are
convinced that these events are
giving Soviet Russia, which has
been on the losing side for the
last 12 months, a decided ad-
vantage today which may or
may not be permanent. Disclo-
sure that Russia also has the
atomic bomb has undermined
the Western world’s general
feeling of security based on US
monopoly of atomic weapons.

One inmediate reaction to
Rusia’s development of atomic
energy has been the move by
British and French cabinets to
buttress the general defence plan
for Western Europe. What Lon-
don and Paris want most is a
stock of atomic bombs in Euro-

pe, or at least in England. The
French particularly insist upon
a global military strategy Which‘,q'
in case of armed conflict, wouldﬂ_ﬂ
prevent Soviet troops from over
—running France and the rest of
Western Europe. X

allies to lessen the brunt of the:

ensure active participation of
other allied forces on the side
of the French.

- Hurgary,
Poland and Rumanis, and paid
back in machires, tools, medi-
cines, dyes, electrical wares, ca-
meras, and all the intricate
gadgets without which modern
civilization cennot function.

Germany
was a turntzble, a complex of
mines, rails, waterways and
transportation facilities that con-
trolled the flow of all gocds
from the Balck Sea to the Bay
of Biscay.
