A Tie Up on the Reno-
vation of the Residen-
tial Cedulas

The way is not yet all clear
for the Renovation of the Re-
sidential Cedulas, particularly
those in possession of the sub—
jects and citizens of Great

ritain.

On the 27th of November
1849 in the twelfth reign of
Queen Victoria, the Good, a
treaty was signed between Costa
Rica and England. This treaty
of friendship included commerce,
navigation, and the tenth arti-
cle of the Agreement statet that
the subjects and citizens of both
countries will be exempted from
all forced loans or the payment
of taxes greater than any pa-
yable by the subjects or natives
of the eontracting parties, res—
pectively; in other words thisis
more or less the tenor of the
treaty.

His majesty’s Legation in San
Jose holds the treaty to be yet
alive and should be respected
while in certain sphere it is not
considered so, therefore, in view
of the unsenttled state cf af-
fairs, Britishers are not in a po-
sition to present their Residen-
tial Cedulas for Renovation or
Renewals until further light is-
turned on the matter; this will
be announced as soon as we

are posted on the final decision.
