Vectores del Swollen Shoot

WACRI ha probado que solamente
algunos insectos que pertenecen al gru-
po de cochinillos trasmiten los virus
del Swollen Shoot. Asi mismo ha demos-
trado que hay 10 especies diferentes
de cochinillas que pueden trasmitir el
virus. En la Costa de Oro hasta el
momento el mids importante de estos
insectos es el Pseudococcus njalensis; el
Nigeria tienen importancia tanto el P.
citri como el P. njalensis.

Conclasion. Afortunadamente para el
Africa Occidental el vector del Swollen
Shoot no es un insecto alado, como
sucede con la mayoria de los insectos
que trasmiten las enfermedades que
provienen de virus. Los movimientos

We are very happy at the prospect of meeling and
working again with so many Jamaican friends and living with our children in
the island we so much love.

«We do not imagine that our task will be easy, for we well know all
the difficulties and dangers. But we have faith in the good sense and patriotism
of the Jamaican people, and we look forward in no spirit of pessimism to
identifying ourselves completely with them, and serving them to the utmost of
our strength.

«We are very sorry that we cannot arrive in Jamaica soon, but I am
Acting Governor in Nigeria, and I cannot leave here fill early February. We
shall then spend a few weeks in England, and hope to arrive in Jamazica at the
end of March, bringing with us our small son, Oliver, born in Jamaica, and
his younger brother, Benjamin.»

It has been proved by WACRI that
only some insects under the group
~ known as mealybugs carry the swollen
shoot viruses. In West Africa WACRI
has shown that there are 10 different
. gpecies of mealybugs capable of trans-
mifting the virus. In the Gold Coat by
far the most important is Pseadococcus
njalensis; in Nigeria both P. cifri snd
3 njalensis are of importance.
Conelusion. It is most fortunate for
. West Africa that the vector of swollen
_shoot is not a winged insect, as is

the case with most vectors of virus

diseases, The limited movements of
mealybugs and the fact that they lose
the virus after 36 hours from feeding
on an infected tree, makes praclicable

distant relatives of cacao—have been
tried to see whether they can become
infected with swollen shoot, none has
been found to do so, There is strong
evidence for believing that swollen
shoot is harboured only among certain
of the botanical families Sterculiaceae
and Bombaceae. No Swollen Shoot has
yet been found in the commergial Kolas
which belong to this family.

There is evidence that it is more diffi-
cult to get the virus out of an infec-
ted alternative host than out of a di-
seased cacao tree.

Conclusion. When Swollen Shoot
diseased cacao (rees are cut oul, the
alternative hosts on the farm should
also be destroyed. Spread of swollen
shoot from alternative hosts to cacao is
slow and chancy but must be reckoned
with. It would be impracticable, and
for agricultural reasons undesirable, to
aftempt to remove allernative hosts from
aress where swollen shoot in cacao
does not occur.

Control of Swollen Shoot

Swollen shoot has been controlled
at WACRI by cutting out infected trees.
On the Old Station the disease was
first recorded in 1939 and accounted |
for less than one per cent of the trees
since then diseased trees have been
regularly cut out. In the process—over
whole 11 year period— seven per cent
of the original cacao tree population
has been cut out. The OId Station,
comprising some 70 acres, is still in
excellent condition, whereas neighbou-
ring untreated farms are derelict.

However, new outbreaks, generally
consisting . of single trees, continue fo
occur on the Old Station. The expla-
nation is either the ingress of wind-
borne infected mealybugs blown from
adjacent diseased farms or the presence
of infected alternalive host trees within
the OId Station itself; it may be {hat
both are concerned.
