We comprehend
fully that any farmer or farmers who apply, to the Agencies are courteously
enfertained and instructions given to them, but may we ack. «How many agri-
culturists from distant areas can mike it possible to call at the central offices
for instructions? Then on the other hand the mental capacities of many are limited
in comprehention and memory.

Report From the Malayan Front

British Brigadier, Expert In Jungle Fighting, Describes
Fight Against Commanism In Malaya

New York —A British brigadier who
has been decorated for heroism in
fighting the Communist forces in Malaya
has arrived in New York He is Bri-
gadier lan Lyttlelon Wight. He has
been giving American audiences eye-
witoess accounts of the 2}-year battle
against Communists in Malaya and
describing Britain’s military effort in the
Far East.

Brigadier Wight has just returned from
two years in Malaya, where he won
the Distinguished Service Cross  on
aclive service against the Communists.

The Brigadier is 45 years old and
was born in Johannesburg, South Afr
son of a Scots father and an Englich
mother. He was educated at Christ's
Hospital and went to the Royal Mili-
tary Academy. He was commissioned
in the Suffolk Regiment in September
1925.

In Februsry 1938 he was appointed
Brigade Major of the Nigerian Regi-
ment, Royal West African Frontier
Force. In September 1941 he was pro-
moted Temporary Lieutenant-Colonel.
By July 1943 he was in India as Ge-
neral Staff Officer 1 to the Staff Co-
liege, Quetta. He returned home on
September 24, 1945 and tWo months
later became Officer Commanding Csm-
bridge University Training Corps, a
command he held until September 1948
when he Was i to

On June 23, 1950 he was promoted
Brigadier General Staff at G. H. Q.
Far Eastern Land Forces.

Brigadier Wight has been mentioned
in dispalches on three occasions: Sep-
tember 19, 1946; January 7, 1949; and
May 19, 1950.

He is married and has three children
(all boys), aged 8, 6 and 4. He speaks
French, and his knowledge of foreign
countries includes France, India and
China.
