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SANITARY CODE NUMBER 153 OPERATES
AGAINST LAUNDBY WOMEN

Last Friday morning, nght days ago, we met 2 woman whose
toot-steps were slow and weary and with sobbing heart. She told us
that other women and herself who have been earning their honest
bread over lengthened period of years by washing and ironing clothes
of officers and seamen arriving on shlps to our port are now prevent-
«d entering the docks to get the seamen’s laundry, due to a ruling of
the Administrator of the Aduana.

Desiring to obtain correct information in the premises, we in-
terviewed the Administrator who very coupteously answered our
query . From the conversation we gather that Decree 6 of the 17 of
March- 1925, published in the Official Gazette, Article 19, and
v hich is in harmony with Sanitary Code N° 153 which states in pact:
“TO PREVENT THE ENTRY AND SPREAD OF INFECTIOUS
AND CONTAGIOUS SICKNESS IN THE NATIONAL TER-
RITORY, IT REMAINS PROHIBITED TO IMPORT USED
CLOTHING THROUGH THE PARCEL POST AND THAT
ANY ARRIVING WILL BE BURNT"

The Administrator expressed his deep regret in behalf of the
poor laundresses who are now denied this means of livelihood, but
stated that on the other hand the great spread of poliomielities
(Polio) and other dread sickness raging in other countries is quite
possible that such germs can be on clothes taken from ships and the
laundry women may endanger their own children by the dirty clothing
taken home and with the possibility of introducing a terrible epidemic
throughout the couatry.

We are in accordance with every measure of precaution taken
but we are of opinion that these women who have no other means
to earn an honest meal, strict instructions could be imparted to them
in the handling of clothing taken from ships; for instance, immediately
arriving home the laundry could undergo a boiling process; — that
which the washer-women know better than we can explain in print.

Due consideration must be given to the fact that Limon has
6o public laundry and if these women can no longer take care of
the dirty clothing of seamen arriving at our port, then it means also
that we dre not a hundred percent accommodating to Merchant
Marine.

'We cannot stand another economic blow and we solicit a so-
lution favourably to the poor and needy.

The Inside Story of the two Runaway Girls:
PRESENTED BY MRS. ROSALINDA BAILEY

He
agreed, and henceforth, I began to
work in the interest of the children.
The first thing I did, was to arrange

their papers through the Panamanian .

“The children and 1 arrived in
Panama safely. One week after our
arrival' I wrote my brother. I never
heard from him until one year and
three months after. In his letter then,
from Costa Rica, he stated that he
was in Nicaragua and the money he
earncd while working there
($700.00) was stolen from him and
he was desirous of returning to Ni-
caragua to work. I never heard from
him again until June 15, 1951 (this
year). He stated then he heard that
the other two had to run for security
of their lives.
