There 15 cectainly no indication of a
general revival of business conditions-
in America which would cncourage
the replenishment of depleted in-
ventories. Indeed, over a wide field
US business remains poor, and this
is the chief cause of the present he-
sitancy in commodity markets ge-
nerally.
