Research two Miles High

INTERLAKEN, Switzerland. Dec
—British scientists are engaged in
atomic research at one of the highest
laboratories in the world. It is more
thantwo miles up on the Swiss Jung-

e~ froujoch mountain

The British scientists are studying
the behavior of cosmic rays. Their
work of observing and photograph-
ing cosmic rays is closely allied to
atomic research, for it is one of the
wags by wehich scientists “hope to
find out what actually happens inside

an atom. Cosmic rays are still one
of the major mysteries of siencie; no
one knows exactly how they are

created. By the time they reach sea
level, they consist or various particles,
including mesons

Scientists are particularly interested
in these smesons, for they are the
most powerful atom-spitting "'bul-
lets” known. They can disrupt an
atom far more efficiently than any
sub-atomic particle produced by man-
made cyclotrons. The scientists have
chosen to work at high altitudes
because the intensity of cosmic ray
activity depends on the distance the
rays have traveled through the at-
mosphere.

Radar Warns Jet-Planes of Storms;
Air-Cooled Jet Blades

Radio dispatches from Britain giving news of the latest industrial
and scientifict research. — First of a series

Radar Warns Jet-Planes
of Storms

LONDON, Dec. — Comet jet
airliners of the British Overscas Air-
ways Corporation are to be fitted
with a radar device in the nose which
will give the pilot 4 warning picture
of approaching storm clouds, Known
as the ‘Airborne Search Device, the
radar set “scheens” any solid objects
in the path o fthe aircraft up to a
distance of 40 miles — the approach
of a hard core of a cumulo - nimbus

cloud, a mountain another
aircraft.

The Searcher has a high-frequency
beam which covers a sector of space
ahead of the aircraft. It scans through
an angle of 75 degrees each second,
and if the beam hits a “solid" object,
sigoals are reflected back on to the
radar screen.

The radar pictures enable the pilot
to select a storm-tree path which
avoids dangerous turbulence, and
make a trouble-free climb or descent
through storm-clouds.

Research Will Aid Bakers

LONDON, Dec. — Just opened
in Britain is a new wing of the Bak-
ing Industries Research Station at
Chorley Wood. Here a test bakery
bakes loaves under scientific control.
Cereals are tested for quality, and
special flour-testing vnstruments are
installed. In the analytical laboratory,
work is being carried out on quolity
of ingredients,

Research workers at this Station
are investigating the comparative
creaming values of cake batters. Ge-
neral studies on cake-making and the
effect of using ingredients at control-
led temperatures are also made.

Storage tests are carried out under
varying conditions of temperature
such as below atmospheric temperature
and in tropical conditions.

The analytical laboratory is conduct-
ing an investigation into the re-
tention of Vitamin BI present in
flour when incorporated into baked
products.

Air Cooled Jet Blades

LONDON, Dec. — Much more
powerful jet engines may be possible
as a result of research now being
made in the United Kingdom in the
design of hollow turbine blades cool-
e by air. These blades may use a
smaller proportion nf scarce strategic
materials.  One way to get more
power from a gast-turbine engine is
fo run it at even higher temperatures
than at present. But the higher
operating temperatures demand spe-
cial metals which will withstand
them, particularly in the compressor
blades — the most important part
of the engine.

Engine designers have built a
number of test blades cooled by air
which is channeled up the blade
root into the blade itself. Exports
believe that air cooling is one of the
more promising techniques for jet
engines of the future. Engines of
the same power can be built using
a far smaller proportion of scarce
metals. . Alternatively, they can be
built for hunning at much higher
temperatures and more power.

Pilots Can’t Get Lost Now
LONDON, Dec. — The Decca

Restaurant “E
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Flight Log, an important new British
navigational aid, shows a pilot the
position of his aircraft on a map
by a moving pointer. To find out
where he is the piloc merely has to
look at this pointer. The line which
it has drawn shows him his previous
track.

The equipment consists of a map
fitted in a case bauot the size of a
large cigar box. The pointer is a
stylus pen controlled by radio beams.
These beams are sent out by a chain
of radio stations. A receiver in the
aircraft picks up the beam and plots
the aircraft's position. No tuning is
required and operation is independent
of atmospheric conditions.

The map unit can easily be fitted
to the pilot's dashboard since the vi-
sible section is only about 10 by 4
inches in size.
