TO DECIDE ITS EFFICIENCY
IN CASE OF WAR.

A general lu\'c-sug.\tmu of the
United States army by a joint
committee of Congress is propos«d
iv a resolution introduced -in the
House by Representative Julius
Kahn of California.

The resvlution provides for the
appointment of a- commission to
consist of five members of the
Senate Committee on  Military
Affairs and five membeis of the
House Committes on  Military
Aftairs “to institute and carry
forward an investigation of the
military establishment and.its o
gauization, proporlions, strength,
distributizn, maintenance and ad
winistration, and generally into
all other matters that may be
necessary to reach conclusions as
to the catse of ineficiency and
extravagance, if found to exist,
and to suggest remedial meas-
ures."”

The five Senators oa the inves-
tigating committee are to be se-
lected by the chairman of the
Senate Military Committee aud
the fiva House members by the
House Military Affairs chairman.

The joint committes if emipow-
ered by the Kahn resolution to sit
at any place, visit the manmuvre
mobilization camp at San Antonio
and to call upon the War Dapart-
ment for any and all papers and
documents essential to the in-
quiry.

The committee must report, the
resolution prescribes, at the regu-
lar session of Congress beginuing
in next December. The sum of
$5,000 is appropriated to defray
the expenses of the investigation.

« Mr. Kahn explained why he in-
troduced the resolution.

“The bills introdaced by Mr.
Hay, chairman of the Housa Com-
mittee on Mlht ary “Affairs,” said
M. Kaln, “intended to save some
£5,000,000 or $6,000,000 per an-
nuam. If such a sum can be saved
without impairment of the mili-
tary branch of the Government it
ought to be done.

“But the more immediate cause
for the introduction of this reso-
Intion to investigate the condition
of the army is to determine defin-
itely whether we have a military
organization that would be an ef-
fective force in case of hostilities,
and if not what remedial action
ought to be taken by Congress in
order to make onr army an effec-
tive fighting [oree.
