The claim is based upon the gift of an
estate to General Muennich by Frederick
the Great asa reward for his shate in
bringing about the . treaty between Russia
and Prussia,

The general himsell refused to accept
the proferred present, but the deeds of gt
were later handed to his son. During the
banishment of the Muennichs, which lasted
twenty years, doubts seem to have arisen
s to the ownership of the estate in ques-
tion, and they do not appear to have been
finally allayed by the arbitration decision
given by Frederick the Great in favour of
the younger Muennich in 1765,

In 1803 the Elaim of ‘the M
family was broached: dipfomatically by the

ussian .ambassador at i, but the
Prussian foreign' minister, gwitz, re.
plied that his government could not admit
its validity, Some. fifty years later a des-
cendant of the general, who was chief court
marshal tothe Duke of Oldenburg; man-
aged to interest that prince in the business,
He secured a pronouncement from Fred.
erick William IV, to the effect that the
disputed estate had reverted to the Prussian
crown, in virtue of the act of banishment,
