167 BRITISH WARSHIPS AND
FOREIGN VISITORS AT
SPITHEAD.

Portsmouth, June 24.—George
V. the sailor King, passed
through the sunlit waters of the
Solent this afternoon between
steel lanes formed by the greatest
armada ever assembled. Fighting
craft  representing practically
every navy of the world partici-
pated in this splendid sea page-
ant. It was viewed by people
from nearly every clime,

Although essentially desigued
as a spectacle it could- oot be
otherwise than a parade of the
fact that England cherishes her
title of Mistress of the Seas., Be-
cause of this thousands of Ameu-
cans viewing the scene were
thrilled with pride asthey gazed
en Uncle Sam’s leviathan, the
Delaware, which is acknowledged
*o be the most powerful fighting
ship there among the flower of
the world’s nations’ navies.

Both as a picture and an object
lesson the review was stupsndous
in beauty aud significance. Oue
hundred aod sixty-seven ships of
all classes, with a total displace-
ment of 1,022,000 tons aud costing
about £100,000,000 was the shov -
ing made by England. The fleet
included thirty-two battleships,
twenty-five armored cruisers, nine
wrotected cruisers and eighty-nine
torpedo craft. The total vumber
of the officers and men was
160,000. = A

Although the war fleet was the
central element of this war sug-
gesting seascape the mighty pic-
ture owed ifs brilliant accessory
features to the thousands of ob-
servation craft fringing the lines
of steelclad fighting ships as they
lay in repose between the shores
of the mainlund and the Isle of
Wight. This observatioa flotilla
is said to have been the most at-
tractive ever attending a similar
historic pageant held at this fa-
vorite reviewing ground for
Britain's navy.

The clonds in the morning
threatened to continue the down-
pour which swept London in the
night, but they were broken by-
the breeze long before the throngs
of visitors began to arrive on
special trains filled to their ca-
pacity. Among the ocean liners
doing service as holiday craft aud
also carrying the majority of the
American visitors were the George
Washington and La Savoie.

As the scene first came into
view of the spectators it was
somewhat cold and uuniospiring,
excepl as a dewonstration of the
tremendous naval power which
has its home on the high seas.
Dreadnoughts of formidable bulk,
cruisers of mighty power, torpsdo
craft like water suakes lay in un-
broken lanes from Portsinonth to

The few flags before the ar-
rival of royalty served to accen-
tuate the bleakness of the color
seheme, which was relieved only
slightly by a fe'w ships in bright-
er paiut than the dull grays and
drabs covering all the British ves-
sels and most of those of other
nations.

The observation craft steamed
slowly throngh the highways of

men, the Kurama’s Japanese and
the Italians of the San Marco,
although there was a constaut
salvo from the British ships.

The Delaware attracted wost
general attention, her unique wili-
tary masts ideuntifying her imme-

_diafely without the necessity of

reference to the Stars and Stripes
flaunting prondly over her deck.

As the day woreon it increased
in beauty and the picture of the
armada began to glow with color.
The Britishers broke out white
flags with a blue cross signifyin s
the beginning of religions se ico
for the invocation of a blessing
upon the pageant. Wigwaggers
appeared on every deck until the

spreading fleet was agleam with
brightness like flashing search-

lights.

The wooded shores and the gen-
tle slopes of Wight and the main-
land furnished a frame soft as
green plush for the league long
masterpiece. The King aud Queen
and the royal and other distin-
guished guests did not depart
from Loudon until 10 o'clock, so
there was ample time for the tens
of thousauds to study the details
of the picture.

They saw the Russian cruiser
Rossia, which was the only ship
of that vast asssemblage ever bap-
tized with blood in battle ; she
played her part in the war be-

tween Russia and Japan. She
was. swinging at anchor next to
the Jaipanese Kuorama. Japan .
