THE SUN.

Glare of theﬁornings; an
Effect of the Dust.

Is it because the fine sunny
days have returned ¢ Several cor-
respondents who assuredly are
not acquainted with each other,
have written to me recently ask-
ing the following question :—

“Why is it that I cannot look
straight at the sun in the morving
when it appears above the east-
ern horizon, while I can without
fatigue to the eye follow the path
of the day star when it descends
towards the western horizon at
the close of theday ! Is the sun
more brilliant at its rise after
dawn  than ou settiag alter
twilight 27
- This remark is all the more
worthy of attention since, on ac-

count of our city habits lovers:

of nature, who like to behold the
appearance of the radiant aster
at the break of day are relatively
few, and since mapy persons have
noted this phenomenon at the
same time it follows that they
must have been very much struck
by it. Besides their observations
were probably made in the coun-
try.

TWO EXPLANATIONS POS-
" SIBLE.

It admits of two explanations.
The first of a physiological natave,
iz based on a very simple and well
known Jaw of optics. Everybody
has noticed that i bright light ap-
pearing suddenly iu the darkness
has a dazzling effect on our eyes,
becanse our organs of vision be-
come more- seusitive in the ab-
sence of light.

Ou the other hand our eyes bo-
come gradually accustomsd to
more and mere linninous rays and
finally are able to look at® light
which would most certainly blind -
us if it struck our vision suddenly
in the light. .

In this way, when the snn rises
above the horizon, chasing away
the darkness, our eyes, which for
geveral hours have bot been af-
fected by light rays, are despite
the growing clearness of the dawn
which prepares them for the ar<
rival of day, much affected by
light by the wave of light which
springs from the solar torch.

After this first impression our
sight grows accustomed to the
morning light, which iucreases
until noon and then grows dim-
mer in the afternoon ; and when
the fountain of light slips towards
the west and twilight approaches,
our eyes, accustomed to the bright
light, can look at its source with-
ont fatigue.

There is auvother explanation,
this time an atmospheric ona of
the phenomenon to which I re!
During the day the gigantic force
of thesolar rays causes the ter-
restrial vapors to ascend to the
upper reaches of the atmosphere,
and on account of these impuri

“ ties, vapor and dust which . im-
pregnate it, the air iz moch less
transparent in the evening than
in the morning.

Every photographer has no-
ticed that the morning light is
much better than that of evening,
at au equal length of time, from
noon and for the same solar alti-

tude. In this season, for
it isincomparably better whit
o'clock in the morning than at
four o'clock in the afternoon.

It seems to we that this donhle
explanation solves the problem.

I have just received in this con-
nection a letter from my friend,
Camille Saint Sacns, not exactly
regarding the relative brightness
of the rising and the setting s
but regarding its size. I ha
ways attributed the apparent in-
crease in the size ol the sun and
moon to the optical form of the
apparent vaull of the heaveus,
which, dnstead of being an hemis-
phere, rather the form of a
flattened vault in which the pojnt
divectly over our heads seems
mueh neaver to us than the hori-

This explanation is, however, de-
batable, and I shall probably re-
cur to it some day. The illustri-
ous composer writes ar follows :

Last winter at Men-
rong, and in my many voyages, |
dave seen this phenomenon hun-
thed of times.”

As I bave just said, this ques-
tion is a very complex o In
the last two thousand pet-
haps a hundred books have been
written about it, which proves
that the most ordinary phenomes
na, those capable of being ob-
sorved by everybody, ase not al-
ways the easiest to explain.
