Many people who lead a very
regular life, eating little and ab-
staining from alcohol as well as
other pleasures of life, become
prematurely aged, while others
remain in the full bloom and vigor
of health as long as they have to
endure no privations.

These facts, which are dealt
with in a work on the subject by
Dr. Lorand, of Carlsbad, are nove
the less cousidered by him as ex
ceptional.. He explains them as
due to the good fortune enjoyed
by some persons in inheriting
from their parents healthy organs,
and especially as being due to the
perfect working of certain glands

- of the organism whose role is in-
coutestable in the evolution of the
stigmata of old age.

These glands, which are termed
closed on- blood glands, exert a
marked influence on the vital phe-
nomena. The thyroid gland,
which is situated at the front of
the neck, and which by an in-
crease in size may give rise to
go‘ , induces in comparative

years the signs of old age

lh is injured by the appearance
of cert diseases or during cer-
_ tainoperations. The frequent over-
etrain of these glands in women,
gays Dr. Lorand, explaing why
the latter age more rapidly than
men. On the other haod, the ino-
activity of these glande may lead
to similar results. It is explained
that marriage as a safeguard
against frequent nervous troubles
may be a wmeans of preventing

* premature old age and of assuring

~ men to some extent enjoy.

longevity.

The most dangerous agents for
those glands which by their prop-
er working guard the organism
from premature wear are infec-
tious diseases in peneral
and in  particular certain
poisons, such as alcohol of those
resulting from too much nitro-
genous nourishment.  In addition
to these harmful agents, which
may bring on old age by causing
the degencration of special glande,
there nust be cited the emotions
and mental troubles, which, as is
well knowu, whiten the hair and
produce wrinkles.

While temperance is advisable
to a certain extent, especially in
. avgiding the abuse of meat, it
would be. scarcely reasouable to
;\lp ress a meat diet altogether,

- igeluding eggs and milk, as vege-
tarians demgand.

Certainly all people threatened
by gout wonld do well not to eat
these meats, which on the other
hand may be very useful to a
youth during the period of great-
est growth.

In any case Dr. Lorand is of
opinion that, although an excess
of meat is undoubtedly harmful,
a small quantity daily is permissi-
ble. -
With increasing age meat be-
comes less necessary, so that to
gowe extent, the dietary should
approximate to that of children ;
a milk diet with pastry, mashed
and farivaceous foods and eggs.

In ovder to core premature old
age and combat its symptoms
when they have alrendy ob-
tained a footing, treatment by ex-
tracts of the thyrodian and ova-
riau glands freshly prepared
advisable. At the same time as
the appearance becomes rejuve-
nated the memory and other phy-
sical faculties improve.

Treatment by meansof iodine,
arsenic and iron may also give
good results.  Keeping the intes-
tinesin good workiug order, vapor
baths, life in the open air, and
moral equanimity are also effica-
cious means recommended by Dr.
Lorand for contributing to the
conservation of youth and the
prolongation of life as loig as
possible.
