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THE REFILLED
PRESCRIPTION.

We take too lnl.lt,h medicine.
And one cause is the custom of
having prescriptions refilled with-
out the sanction of the physician.
Approximately 25 per cent of the
prescriptions compounded at drug
stoves are “refills.”

For several reasons it is neces-
sary to change the medicine at
short intervals iu almost any
given case. In the first place,
the real physician treats the pa-
tient instead of the disease. If
it were proper to treat the disease’
instead of the patient, then we
could simply start out with the
accepted remedy and Kkeep on
having the prescription refilled
till the disease disappeared. But
in nearly every case it is the other
way .ound, and we have to con-
stantly readjust the treatment to
the varying conditions of the
patient.

Any illnessis a contest hetween
the patient and an opponeut of
toxic or degenerative nature. The
physician is simply the patient's
coach in the struggle, aud a poor
coach is he who never varies his
preseription.

Another objection to the cus-
tom of refilling is that it often
leads to drug addiction. As a re-
sult of this tendeacy most States

- now prohibit the refilling of pre-
seriptions containiug more than a
certain low psrcentage of cocaiue,
wmorphine, codine, ete.

But pernsps the strougest ar-
gument agaiust unguided repeti-
tion in the nse of prescriptions is
that any medicine soon wears out
becomes dull. This is due to the
natural tendency of the body to
gradually adjust itself to what-
_ever new conditions it meets with,
unless the new conditions prove
fatal. Soit happens that every
prescription must, after, a while,
lose its potency and become inert,
if not a positive incumbrance.

Finally the physic effect of a
change of mudmua is often in-
valuable, and ' the refilling prac-
tice precludes this atfeu alto-
gether.

Realizing the several objections
to unauthorized coutinuance of
the mediciue after the prescribed
time many physicians have a
printed statement on each pre-
seription blank to the effect that
the prescription is not to bé re-
filled.

If medicine we must have, let
it be varied according to our
needs.

Queen Alexandra’s
Salutations.

So much attention has been de-
voted in the English press, aud
also in soms American newspa-
pers, to the difference 5 the bows
by which Queen Alexandra aund
Queen Mary ackunowledges the
salutations of the public when
driving, stress being laid ou the
fact that Queen Alexandra bows
from her waist, whereas Queen
Mary onlybows her head, that it
may be as well to explain that
there is a reason for this, which
may be described as mechanical.

If Queen Alexandra bows from
her waist it is because, like her
mother-in-law, Queen Victoria,
like the late Ewpress of Russia

and Queen Christine of Spain, she
hus a species of mechanical con-
trivance fixed to the seat and bac
cushions of her carriages
eunable her to bow continuously
from the waist without any e
tion or fatigue while the carriage
is in motion. It is something in
the nature of the sliding seats
used in rowing. Queen Mary de-
clines to make use of this contri-
vauce, on the plea that it disposes
her to sea sickuess, a malady to
which she is extremely prone, and
it is because without this coutri-
vance-slhe would be overcome by
fatigue if compelled to bow con-
tinually Trom the waist that she
merely contents herself wtth an
inelination of the head, whic

she endeavours towmake as gra-
cious as possible, but which is
less suggestive of old-fashioned
from

courtesy than a bow the

waist.
