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FUTURE OF
NICARAGUA.

BY FREDERIC J. HASKELL

L

Although Nicaragna has been
known as the land of blasted
hopes, the future holds much in
promise for it. Whether or not
the course of the American State
Dapartment in trying to put into
effect a treaty which will guaran-
tee to the United States the right
to maintain peace in Nicaragua is
wise from the standpoint of the
American people, is av open ques-
tion. Bat there can be no doubt
that from the staudpoint of Nic-
aragua it, would be altogether
wise to make such a guarzntee
possible. After a century of up-
heaval and turbuleace, during
which the major portion of the
energies of the people has been
spent in warfare, il is little won-
der that the patrigtic Nicaraguan
has come to a desire for peace,
even though the terms of that
peace carry with it the right of a
great foreign natiou. A

One of the first fraite of a reigu
of peace would be the reduction
and final extinetion of the nation-
al debt. This dubt a year ago
amounted to abont 67,000,000
pesos silver, or $25,000,000 gold.
Almost half .of thisis iuterest-
bearing, and coupstitutes a hsavy
burden on the government. Wit
out the assistance of the United
States the Nicaraguan govern-
ment could not borrow mouey ex-
cept at a figure far below par. If
the experience of Santo Domingo
should be duplicated, the bonds
of Nicaragua issued under Ameri-
can supervision of the customs
liouses would sell several point
above par.

If the treaty now pending is
ratified by the United States Seu-
ate, Nicaragna will be subject to
the control of the Uaited States
even in the making of its tariff
laws. In this and other directions
Unecle Sam will guaiantse to the
buyers of the new bonds thut
their securities will not be depre-
ciated by reason of war, and also
that they will not be cut down iu
value by reason of adverse politi-
cal conditions in time of peace.
It is easy to see that with the
‘Washington government able to
insist upon peace and authorized
to require the maintenance oi a’
sound fiseal policy, the United
States practically would dominate
affairs in Nicaragua,

‘What Nicaragna has to look
forward. to under a regime of
#ound Governmental policies con-
tinuing through a long term of
years may be best illustrated by
gome comparisons with its neigh-
bor, the Republic of Salvador. No
one familiar with conditions in
the two republies can resist the
conelusiorr that the Nicaragua of
to-morrow may becowe what the
Salvador of to-day is. With land
more fertile and better adapted
to the maintenance of a large
population than that of Salvador,
acre for acre, if Nicaragua ever
is able to reach the density of
population existing in Salvador
to-day, it will bave nearly

000,000 iubabitants as com-

Wi g8 than 600,000 now.

compared with a beggarly $700,000
to-day. If the buying capacity of
the Nicaraguan people shall ulti-
mately become as great as that
of the people of Salvador to-day
their anuual importations will
amount to $33,000,000 as com-
pared wiih a trifling $850,000 to-
day. If their export trade shall
become as great in proportion- to
the size of the two countries as
that of Salvador now is, it will
amount to $40.000,000, as com-
pared with $360,000, to-day.

The agricultural possibilities of
Nicaragua may be appreciated by
a comparison of the coffee crop
of Salvador with that of Nica-
racua. The annual production
of coffue in Salvador amouuts to
more than 65,000,000 pouuds. [f
Nicaragua shall ultimately grow
asmuch coffee.in proportion to
the size of its territory as Salva-

dor now grows, its total yiald
would © ba nearly 400,000,0C0
pounds. In its best years Nica-

ragua has an annual crop of about
14,070,000 pounds.

These comparisons might Le
continned indefinitely, showing
that even with its futnre simply
equaling, aud not
preseut day conditio
dor. Nicaragua coull be one of
the richest of the smalier coun-
tries of the world.

And let not one imagine fora
winute that Salvador has reached
the limit of its progress. The
greater portion of its liwls are
still far beyond tha sound of the
locomotive whistle. Ouns  may
readily baliave that when the era
of universal education dawns in
Salvador, and all of its people
are equnipp=d for profitably labor,
the products of the conotry may
be doubled. If Nicaragua shall
aver reach the point to which the
Salvadoreans are striving, it will,
indeed, become a modern “Mo-
hamoat’s Paradise.”
