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FUTURE OF
NICARAGUA.

BY FREDERIC J. HASKELL

Tich

It is not improbable that one of
the developments of the future
may be a union of the five repub-
lics of Central America. Many
of the leading statesmen of each
of these small countries realize
that such a course would inure
greatly to the benefit of all par-
ties concerned, and that nothing
but conflicting personal ambitions
stand in the way of the fulfilment
of such a union. They admit
that the experiment was tried at
one time and failed after less
than two decades, but they assert
that Central America bas pro-
gressed in political wisdom since
the downfall of the confederation
three-quarters of a century ago.

With such a counfederation,

aintaining a system of educating
be masses in the pursuits of agri-
culture and other wealtlr-creating
industries, it is certain that great
good to the people at large would

_result. Add  to this the great
growth of conunerce which the
completion of the Panama Canal
will bring to the republic souti
of Mexice, and the result is a new.
factor in the commerce of the
world and in its politics.

Ounce the United States.takes
steps to guarantee peace in Nica-
ragua and to make investments
secure, it iz certain that a large
immigration will be attracted to
the country. Probaaly thousands
of Americans will go there to
take advautage of the exceptioual
opportuuitias which come to pion-
eers in a country iu the trausitory
stage batween perpetual war and
permanent peace. With lands so
fertile as to rival such districts as
the Imperial Valley of Califoruia,
with a ready market for its pro-
ducts, with abundant opportuni-
ties for intelligent investments,
Nicaragua, on a peace - footing,
would possess a very strong ap
peal to the pioneer of many lands.
Certainly noaltruism could con-
fer a greater boon upou any
stroggling republic than a goar-
autee of prace wounld confer upou
Nicaragua. Whether the bene-
fits to b+ derived by the United
States from such a development
in Nicaragua would bs great
enpugh to justify the assumption
of the responsibilities proposed
by the State’ Departmant is a
question upon which thoss en-
titled to speak with authority
differ widely. But whether snch
a course would be beneficial to
Nicaraguans admits of no differ-
ence of opinion, asis shown by

the alacrity with which they have
agreed to the proposal.

There aro those who believe
that the day will dawn when at
Jeast a small interoceanic canal
will be constructed across Nica-
ragua utilizing the San Juau river
and Lake Nicaragua as a part of
the waterway. Such an enfer-
prise would certainly prove a
benefit to the people of Nicaragua,
giving a large portion of the west-
ern part of the interior direct
water connections with the At-
lantic ocean. Whils it isscarcely
that the generation now
ill see such a canal cou-
, it is possible that the
. the San Juau river

river at Greytown will be clearad
out, so it will be possible for the
people of Leon, Managua, and
Granada, each less than twenty-
five wiles from the Pacific coast,
tosend their products to the At-
lautic by water. It is a most in-
teresting fact that although the
Nicaragua canal seems to be a
defunct project. the shaves of
stock of the company which un-
dertook to build it still have a
market value, ‘some of them
changing hands in France only
a few months ago.

Whatever the disposition of the
pending treaty with Nicaragua
and whafever.the future of that
couutry, it'is inevitable that tho
United States must ever maintain
a deep interest in the welfare of
this country and ifs sister repub-
lic. Lying between the Unitel
States and the great
Pauama, the countries of €
America possess the power to im-
pose irritating if not harmful
couditions upon commerce. Close-
ly allied with the United States
and in sympathy with its pur-
poses towards thew and towards
the other conntries which must
use the Pavama Canal, tle re-
publicg of Central Amei will
possess a considerable infuence
over ths aifairs at Panawa, es-
pecially in case the United States
bacams involved in a war with
any EBuropean power. - That the
couutries of Central Awerica are
dseply iaterssted in ths Munroe
doctring goes without saying, but
they are sometimes forgetful of
the many benefits that have been
conferred upon them by the iu-
sistence of the United Stotes in
majutaining that iunternational
privciple.
