Southampton, which: has been
selected as the English port of
call for the steamers of the new
Dirset Line Service from Jamaica
Which has been inangnrated by
the United Fruit Company, com-
mercially ranks high among the
modern parts of the United King-
dom ; historically considered she
is seeond only to London, while
geographically there exists no
place which affords mare easy en-
trance for ships, either by day or
night, or which provides a safer
anchorage iu rough weather. The
town has figured conspicuously in
the history of England from Nor-
man times, when her proximily to
the ancient capital, Winchester,
made Southampton not only a de-
sirable resort of “fisschar men
and merchauntes,” but the gate-
way to onr Contin ntal posses-
sions, and the port which, perhaps
more than any other, initiated the
foreign trade of the Empire
Southampton, apart from her situ-
tion in a landlocked and spacious
bay and her possession of the uu-
usual advantages of doubla high
waters, is the centre of a district
varied in character and rich in
historic memories. Tne aucieut
city of Wiuchester celebrated in
1901 the tenth centenary of her
greatest historical personage, and
her Cathedral, churches, hospital,”
and old county hall are replete
with arch®ological interest, Ports-
mouth near by is full of historical
associatious, and has shared with
Southampton the honour of being
a port whence inuumerable naval
aud military heroes have sailed to
fight their country’s battles.

PRESENCE OF KINGS.

Nearly all the Kings of Iug-
Jand, certainly from the tinie ol
Henry I, have visited Southamp-
tou, many of them having male
long sojourus there, and the port,
we are told, was freqnently “alive
with tha trauvsit of great folk.”
Henry V, in the prosecution of
his claims to the crowns of Frauce,
made this port one of his chicf
vlaces of rendezvous, and ships
were buiit at Soathampton to his
order of “a larger construction
than had hitherto (about 1415)
been atlfempted.” Here be built
the “iHoly Ghost” aud “Grace
Dieu,” each ship costing £500.
These wete described as
“great shippes” for those days,
aud they left the harbour of
Southampton amid the “ingpiring
music of trumpets and vlnrions,
and  with minstrel soung.” Ths
neighbouring town of Portsmouth
has now become the naval and
Southamptou the commuarcial port,
the Government policy for some
time having beeu tc discourage
the development of Portsmouth

“as a mercantile port. Last month
the largest merchant ship iu the
world, the White Star steamer
“Olympie” (45,000 tons), sailed
on her maiden voyage to the
United States. Less than three
centuries ago the “Mayflower”
and the “Speedwell” left the towu
quay of Southampton with the
“Pilgrim Fathers.” Tke “Speed-
wall was abandoned at Plymoutl,
and the 102 co-religionists were
crowded into the “Mayflower” of
160 tons, and after a passage of

68 days reached Cape Cod Bay.
