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TRIPARTITE
ARBITRATION.
WASHINGTON EXPECTS JA-

PAN TO JOIN IN WITH
BRITAIN.

A tripartitearbitration arrange-
ment with Japan subscribing as a
party to the convention now be-
ing concluded between the United

\States and Great Britain, seems
pracuically assured as a result of
the terms of the modified Anglo-
Japanese treaty of alliance which
was signed in London yesterday.
1t is understood that Japan gave
her consent to Great Britain'
phraseology in the paragraph
eliminating the obligation of that
country to take issue with the
United States in the event of a
war between this country and
Japan, affer having decided to
petition for oppnrtunity to sign
the American-British agreement
80 a8 to make it thres coraered.
It is intimated in certain diplo-
matic circles that suel steps will
be taken by Japan promptly.

France already hassignified her
intention of joining hands with
the United States in an arbitra-
tion agreement, but thus far she
has beon: content to stuly the
couvention as drawn up, waiting
for the conelusions between Great
Britain and the United States 1o
be signed before actually opaning
up pegotiations.

President Taft aud Secretary
Knox have received unofficial
intimatioas that Japan had about
made up her mind that she wounld
like to enter such au agreement.
Her apparent purposes, as indi-
cated in the revised conveution
with Great Britain, appear, how-
ever, as 2 sarprise. All the modi-
fications excapt the one allowing
either country to refrain from as-
sisting theother in a fight against
a country with which it hadan

arbitration treaty gradually be-
came known to the State Dapart-
ment. This modification came as
a distinet surprise vheu the docu-
ment was fiest received in Wash-
ington yesterday.

It was submitted by the cou-
tracting agents in Loudon, with
the proviso that it should be held
in confidence until published sim-
ultaneously in Londou and Japan®
on July 15, Tokio time. Tbhis al-
lowed of the pnblication in Lon-
don yesterday afternoon. The
text of the tveaty, a' compreben-
sive draft of which was cabled
from lLondon yesterday, was made
public by the State Department
to-day.

While the American authorities
are silent, preferring not to dis-
cuss modifications, it is understood
that they regard the new treaty
ina most favourable light and
as an earnest of Japan's sincerity
in her friendly relations with the
United States. The guarantee-
ing of the status quo in the Far
Kast by the revised document is
a point of no little importance to
the American Government and it
is most favourably received.
