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GONCERNING .
SEA POWER.

The great coronation naval re-
view at Spithead has startad
afresh the great topic of sea pow-
er which has been a burning is-
sue for the leading natioas for
years past. Just when the nego-
tiation of arbitration treaties anl
the talk of universal peace had
about prepared the minds of
many people to expsct some abate-
meut of the craze for naval arma-
ments and had almost convinced
others that there was little real
logic in so-called sea power, hars
comen along the greatest exhibi-
tion of ‘overwhelming naval force
and exposition of sea power which
the world has ever seen.

When Great Britain sturtled
the world with the dreadnougit,
less than six years ago, revolu-

“ tionizing naval architecture, other

naval powers were given a chance
to zival her, as all constructions
of a pre-dreadnought date hecams
virtually obsolete, and “Engzland
had to build up her naval su-
premacy again virtually de novo.
The coronation review, hownver,
showed that despite carpingand
timorous ecritics she hus ‘made
good use of the past six years,
and has now in commwission as
large asa preponderancs of dread-
noughts over other powers as she
had of ordinary battleships bafore
the dreaduought period.

Much has been written recently
of the impreguability of forts as
against the fire of ships, and it
must be coufessed that the practi-
cal experience of recent wars has
justified this opinion. But the
metre protection of ports by forti-
fications in no sense belittles sea
power which fmplies the control
of the open sea, the protection of
commeee and the ability to pro
tect the oversea movemsnt of
troops aud muvitions. It was
8ea power, and that alone, which
gave to tie United States the
victory over Spaiu, aud it was
again s¢a power with ability to
transport troops and supplies over
sea practically uumol sted that
enabled Japan to defeat Russia.
Had Russia bewou able to effectu-
ally control tae sea, Japan would
never have ~von her victories.

The superiority of tle fortifica-
tion in its own sphere is therefore
no argument against sea power,
A coast line cannot bs protected
by forts alone, as fortifications
can be flanked. Forts, moreover,
will not keep the whsels of ¢om-
merce in motiou, or assist in any
way in aggressive movements
against an enemy, since they are
defevses pure and simple. It is
the necessity for the maintenance
of absolute control of the sea that
justifies England’s great navy,
just as itis our immense coastling
and the protection of our growing
commerce justifies the very re-
spectable navy this country pos-
BeBSes.

The Isle of Unrest.

Renewed reports of disturbance
in Cuba bode little good for the
little repubhcs future. *The
isle of unrest” will come tobe an
appropriate name for the Pearl of
the Autilles if its people persist
in referring their political dif-
ferances to the sword. Cuba has
been free from Spain twelve aud
a half years, and has been self-

“vened to stay the insurrection
against him in September, 1906,
Gomez, the second President, was
installed in oifice Jan. 1909,
on tne withdrawal of Provisional
Goveraor Magoon, so that he has
held his position about two and
a half years.

Th&supply of radinm to scien-
tific  investigato throuzhout
Germany is now facil:tated b
proceeding of the Berlin Aca-
damy of Science. The academy
has acqnired by purchase the
preparation of radiun discovered
recently by Dr. Otto Hahu of the
chemical department of Berlin

Tniversity, ccnzisting ol 1 white
salt which emits rays of like ef-
fect with that of pure radium.

Thesalt is a bromide of meso-
thorinm, and its working was ex-
hibited before the Kaiser when
the new Kaiser Wilhelm Tustitute
was foanded in the spring. It is
found that aa amount ol the pre-
paration corresponding to abont
ten graina of radium can be ob-
tained annually.  The cost to the
-academy is $2,600 for 100 milli-
heams.  The preparation is hired
in doses of small quautity for
$2.50 the balf year.
