respect to His Majesty's Govern-
ment to consider the reasons
stated in this letter which render
it, in our opinion, urgently neces-
sary, for the preservation of the
food of this people during war,
that the Declaration of London
should be repudiated.

‘These reasons are :—

1. That by far the larger pm-
portion of the food consumed by
the population of the United
Kiogdom is derived from over-
sea sources and that any serious
interruption of its safe transit on
the high seas is likely, if not cer-
tain, to create at once famine
prices in this country, owing fo
the rise in rates, freightage, and
insurance, which would be the in-
evitable and immediate sequel.
In this connection we wounld re-
call the fact that, in the Memo-
randum recently published by the
Secretary of State for War, the
present First Sea Lord gave pub-
lic waraing of the gravest char-
acter that the danger of such iu-
terruption exists.

2, That as. shown by the cur-
rent number of the Navy List, the
total number of cruisers belong-
ing to the Royal Navy, capable of
acting as commerce protectors,
which are statioued for the de-
fence of the trade routes in all
the non-Buropean waters of the
world is but 27 (agaiust the far
larger number sinilarly stationed
a hundred years ago). Of these
27, thres are at the Cape, five in
the East Indies, six in Chinese
+ waters, niue in the South Pacifie
for the defence of vessels lwaviog
or approaching ports in the many
thousand wiles of coast line of
Australia and New Zwealand,
three (attached to the Kourth
Cruiser  Nquadron) in  North
American waters and the West
Tudies, and one, with:a roving
commission, criises off the West
Coast of South Africa and the
Kast Const of Bouth Awerica.

2. ‘That in view of the immense
areas of ocean which this disposi-
tiou leaves practically devoid of
auny naval protection, it is clear
that any sudden and unexpected
outbreak of hostilities would fiud
the greater part of our sea-borne
trade defenceless against any at-
tacking force existing in itsneigh-
bourhood.

4. That the presence of such
attacking force, in ‘the unbappy
event of a war with a great mari-
time Power, appears now to be
assured by the Convention signed
on behalf of England in Novem-
ber, 1909, which leaves it open to
any foreign power to convert its
merchantmen into  men-of-war
(whenever it chonses to begin hos-
tilities) without previons notifi-
cation of the wsse-ls to be so em-
ployed.

5. That this state of affairs
manifestly renders it impossible
to continue to rely on the British
Mercantile Marine as the meauns
of maintaining that uninterrupted
supply of foolstuffs during war
which is essential if famine prices
are not to prevail in these islands.

6. That therefore our depend-
en¢e on the nentral Flag is im-
measurably increased, the impor-
tance of
reach our ports in the ships of

leaving food free to .

contraband (with the two excep-
tions of nuts and hops), and im-
poses liability fo capture on neu-
tral vessels carrying food to any
port of the United Kingdom serv-
ing as a base for armed forces.

8. That since all such ports are
in railway commuuicaiion with
armed Forces and most of them
may actually have, during war,
armed forces of some Kind station-
ed for their protection, it follows
that all our ports will become
construable as serving as bases
for those armed forces, and there-
fore that all neutral ships carry-
ing food, or any other conditional
contraband to them, will become
u\punabh-

9. That this coustruction will
absolutely certainly be placed
upon Article 34, since the effec-

tive ageut who will have fo de-,

cide the point will be the hostile
captain of a hostile cruissr or
converted merchantman.

+10.—That this officer will have
the strongest motive to wnake the
seizure, and no wotive at all in
any other .direetion since the
easiest road to victory over this
couutry is by ioflicting starvation’
upon its people.

11. That the fact that the own-
ers of the captured neutral ships
and cargoes may have right of ap-
peal to an laternational Conrt on
the Continent, and may possibly
be awarded compensation at a
later day by that Court, will af-
ford uo consolation at all to the
famished population of Britain.

12. That the argum-ut is vain
Which has been usad in defence
or palliation of this Article 34,
namely, the argument that neu-
tral vessels carryi conditional
coutraband for our ssrvics may
acquoire immunity from capturve
during their long passage over
the high seas by mwins’ of hogus
consignmants to neutral contr
nental ports, and that, when they
have thus reachad the arsa of
British naval protection in the
narrcw sess, they may then be
conveyed from those neatral con-

tinental ports to our own s A

18, That this argument is fu-
tile in the case of an attack upon
Britain by Gérmany, because it
assumes the acquiesee of the
greatest wilitary  power in the
world in a fransparent evasion of

the terms of the agreament which
that Power (in common with this
country and with the other par-
ties to the Declaration of Lond )
will have sigoed, and in an in-
ternational deception caleulated
to provent its victory in the way
in which it is enzaged.
