14. That there is nothing in
the modern history of Germany
to justify any expectation of such
acquiescence, but on the contrary
much to suggest the probability
of its refusal.

15. That the habitual flow of
-trade is well knowu, and that
diversion of that habitual flow,
such as would be occasioned by
the consignment of great quanti-
ties cf foodstuffs, or other condi-
tional contrabaud, intendad for
consumption here, to ports in such
countries as France, Belgium,
Holland, or Denmark, would be
immediately noted and its real
object perceived.

16. That in these circumstances
Germany would naturally justruct
at once all vessels acting as her
cruisers in any part of the world
to seizs all neutral merchantmen
carrying cargoes of such suspi-
cious destination.

17. That she woald also most
certainly employ hsr inncose
wilitary power by way of threat
and pressure to deter the neutral
coantries named from thus frus-
tratipg the success of her plan of
campaign.

18. That fov all these reasons,
no reliance whatever cau  be
placed npon this suggested meti-
od of escaping the effects of Arli-
cle 34 of the Duclaration of Lon-
don, if that Declaration be rati-
fied.

19. That the list of articles im-
mune from capture which is com-
prised in Article 25 does not in-
clude any foodstuffs except the
two already meantioned, namely,
nuts, and hops, which are insuffi-
cient in themselyes for the nutri-
ment of onr peopls, and that
therefore, that fyes list does vot
affect the one supremely vital
point of our food supply during
war.

20. That the argnment that
the imwrdiate aveuuwss of
approach to our shores canunot
be blockaded is wholly inap-
plicable to this point, ou which
the life of our population will ds
pend in war, because what wa
have to fear is the inevitable ef-
fect on prices here of interference
with ghipping on the high seas.

21. Thatyif the Declaration be
ratified, nothing short of the pur-
chase by the lloms Goverument
of all food in the country and its
snbsequent sale atv fixed rates
could paliliate that effect, and
even this measure could not pre-
vent immenss sulfering il the
war continued, since the food
supply iu the United King'lom is
all times very limited.

22. That , Article
tiates behﬁeu Island States
as Britain, Australia, and
Zealand, and Continental States,
such as Germany, to the extreme
disadvantage of the former, and
the extreme advantage of the
latter. It imposes, as already
shown, liability to capture, on
food and othe- conditional con-
traband on its way to Island
ports, but gives immunity from
such capture to like cargoes on
1heir way to a belligerent via any
neutral Continental ports. Under
this article, foodstuffs and many
other goods of the highest util
consigned to the naval and m
tary authorities of a Continental
gnemy of this country’s, could

35 differen-

pass without arrest thiough a
British Floot. -

23. That these various «
vantages which we should incur
as Belligerents euormously out-
weigh any possible advantage
which can be allaged as likely to
acerne to us as neutrals.

24. That such alleged advan-
tage is certainly to a large extent
illusory, since under Article 49
we agree in advance (if the De-
claration be ratified) to the sink-
ing of any neutral British mer-
chantmen (hold by the cruisers
arresting to be liable to capture)
whenever the cruiser captain
chooses to affirm that to send them
into port would involve danger to
the success of its operations.

25. That since under moleru
conditions vessels of war do not
habitually carry more than the
number of men required to work
and to fight the ship, and since
to part with a prize crew would
always ' cripple efficiency and
tuerefors involve peril to the
success of subsequent operatious,
this artiele practically authori
the destruction of nentral mer-
chantmen at the discretion of
their captors.
