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THE BRITISH CENSUS

SHOWS THE POPULATION.

TO BE INCREASING MORE
AND EORE SLOWLY.

Thie population of Great Britain,
for the first time since the censns
of the kivgdom was taken, has
not, accordiug to the report of the
Registrar-General, maintained its
Tate of increase. During the

decade just past this rate was 91
.per cent. During . the previous
decade it was 12.17 per cent.

Especially strikiog does this
loss of growth appear when con-
trasted with that of Germany, for
while Great Britain actually - in-
creased in population only about
3,275,000 in ten years its sreatest
continental competitor in coim-
merce is increasing at the rate of
nearly 1,000,000 a year.

The two main apparent causes
for this [ailure to waintain the
normal raty of increase of popu-
lation are the great fall in the
birth rate and the great increase
in emigration. As was poiuted
outin a recent article in “The
Sun,” the bulk of this emigration
has been directed to other purts
of the British dominion, so that it
cannot be regarded as lost to the
empire:

“The fact that the lowest rate
of increase has beea in purely
agricultural counties accounts
purtly for both the fallibg birth
Tgte and the increasing rate of
emigration,” suys the Queen. “As
every one who has studied the
question knows. the British raral
popnlation does not ingrease as it
should for two main reasons, the

lowness of wages and the scarcity

of housing accommodation. The
former is undonbtedly due to our
antiquated fiscal systom, which
admits foreigu produce frea bnt
taxes heavily the British meaos of
production, 3

“The latter is due to the fact
that the capital required for
creating laborers’ cottages is so
highly taxed 1hit it producesa
much sialler return than when
employed in other mathods. The
average rate of interest on agri-
cultural land, includivg  farm
buildivgs, cottages, &c., is only
gome 2 per ceut., and now that
rates aud taxes are constantly
rising while rent does not increase
proportionately, landowuners are
becoming less and less willing to
sink their capital on such unre-
munerative terms, especially when
the security is a continently fall-
ing one.

“Hitherto great Jaudlords have
been willing to aceept a norinal
_return for the capital expended
on their estates largely becatse of
the sentimental interest attached
to them—the pride of possession,
social status, fawily connection,
personal knowledge of and sys-
pathy with the tenants, and soon.
But now that ihe actnal burdens
of landlordi are oulweighing
its tangibla advantages large own-
ers are begiuning to sell off their
landed esiates and the new own-
ers, chiefly farmers or small hold-
ers, are 50 put to raise the pur-
chase money or find the interest
on their mortgages that they have
gcarcely enough cash left to re-
pair the laborers’ cottages, let
alone build new ones,

“Under these circumstances
young couples find it an ever in-
creasing difficulty to marry and

- gettle down in the country. One

cousequence is that young men

tition in the labor market and
another that both men and maids
emigrate to the Uunited States or
the Britisu dominious, and so the
country languishes for lack of re-
plenishing the ahle populatton
and suffers from the dispropor-
tionate number of the feeble, old,
vicious and degenerate folk left
ou our ghores.

“A favorable feature of the re-
turns is the marked increase in
the growth of our seaports, a fact
which tends to show that our in-
ternational carrying trade is pro-
grassing: the pity is thst so much’
of the goorls thus transported are
made abroad and not turned out

“in ourown factories by our own
prople.

“In ronnd fignres the present
population of the United King-
dom is forty-five and a quarter
witlions, being an  incrense of
some ¥ per cent. upon the total of
ten yearsago, which then nom-
bered forty-oue and a hall mil-
ions.” As’ the population. of
Frauce at the last census only
totalled thirty nine and a q arter
millions we have outstrippe | that
country in the racial struggle
but have by no means appro:
