MIKADO’S NAVY.

.That the notable efforts made
and still continuing to improve
the facilities of the private ship-
building ~ yards of Japan have
been vindicated is shown by the
action of the naval anthorities in
giving noties to the Mitsu Bishi
and Kawasaki yards that an or-
der will be placed with each for
the construction of an armoured
cruiser of 27,000 tons, to be the
same in almost every respect as
the armoured cruiser ordered from
4 British ship-building yard last
year.

These are to be of the latest
form in design, equipxnent and
constructmn. and in no way infe-
rior in detail to the most power-
ful vessels of the same type now
being built by the strongest naval
countries of the world.

This is a notabla departure, for
with the improvemeni of the
private yards 1o a point which
enables them to turn out the
largest baftleships aud cruisers
which may be called Japan’s ua-
val construction autonomy wit-
nesses a highly important exten-
gion. Never before have these
private yards attempted anyunn g
- 80 ambitivus, and iu view of this

circumstance they will be assisted

at the outset by the wavy, both
as regards the work of construc-
tion aud the supply of materials.

To build the ships at these
yards will cost more than to build
them at a domestic naval yard or
abroad, but Japan finds compen-
sation for this financial lossin the
greater independence which the
precedent , wins for her in the
sphere of ar..amsnts,

Another armoured craiser is to
be built at the Yokosnka yard,
‘and the keel will be laid down
shortly. One more battleship has

< to be bnilt nnder the latest pro-

gramme formulated by the navy,
and the work will be uudertaken
by the Kure The keelsof
all four vessels will be laid down
at an early date.
