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THE KINGDOM

OF SPAIN.-

The destruction of Cervera'a
fleet at Santiago, the victory of
Admiral Dewsy at Manila, and
the enactment of pure food law
by Congress are spoken of by
many Spaniards as being favors
done to the Spanish by the United
States. The results of the Span-
ish-American war are generally
beld to have been economically
advantageous to a country that
had been steadily aud heavily
losing money in the management,
or mismanagement, of its colonial
possessions, and far-seeing Span-
iards are glad that their country
is permanently rid of the eucum-
brances that the proverbial Span-
ish honor forced it to hold as long
as possible. |
Dominion over the Cubans is
said to have cost Spain
$300,000,000 in thirty years, to
gay nothing of an enormous cost
in human lives, a cost estimated
by a Spanish critic of his conutry
at 150.000. While thers is no
similar wstimate of the disastrons
results of rulsrship in the Philip-
pines, tha cost of maintaining
their position ia the archipelago
was heavy to the Spaniards, and
a substantial burden was lifed
when the islauds were forev. T cut
from the diminished termnry of
the great empire that was given
added wealth and power after the
discovery of America.
A sialler but material benefit
resulted to Spain when the
American pure food law made it
possible for Spanish olives and
olive oil to besold in the United
States under French and Italian
labels.- Untfil = receutly  both
France and Italy made large sums
by handling the products of Spau-
ish olive gmma. and the Span-
jards lost lieavily whilesupplyiog
the Amorican market with the
best olives that reach it. At pres-
ent Spanish olives and oil mnst
enter American ports with a label
that tells.
- The industrial outlook in Spuio
has improved waterially during
vecent years, and f political cou-
ditions do not operate to interfere
with the expauvsion of industries
and the improvement of agricul-
ture, the probability is that with-
in the next quarter of a century
Spain will assume a wuch more
important place as a pl’oduuuw
country thaun she has had since
the begiuning of the declins of
the empire. Spanisb securities

- are increased in value asa result
of prompt meeting of interest
payments on the national debt,
and while Spanish money is still

‘at a disadvantage in exchange
there 1is an improvement as
against ten years ago. There is
an irrigation project afoot that
atms at relieving the summer
aridity of large sections of agrl-
cultural country, and with irri-
gation will come a wider diversi-
fication of crops and scientific ro-
tation that will prevent soil
butchery. But agriculture is as
yet not showing the advance that
is being made in other branches
of industry.

There are 00w several “‘booin
towns” in Spain that are beiog
coitpared with progressive Ameri
can cities. The chief of these is

the industrial capital, Barceloaa,
the metropolis of Catalonia, a
hustling modern _city devoid of
the *local color” delighted in by
novelists and playwrights who
picture the Spaniards as being
more intent upon getting their
siesta in the afternoon than in
getting on in the world on the
morrow. Catalonia has been an
independent and somewhat rebel-
lious province since the earliest
history of Spain as recorded by
the “old chrooiclers.” Its lan-
guage is not Spanish, but Cata-
lan. Its ideas and ideals arve the
ideas and ideals of Cataloniz
ot of Spain. It advocat
self-government as hotly as it ad-
vocated it ceuturies before the
consolidation of the Spanish king-
dom under the Catholic Kiugs
after the fall of Granada. Its
orators and newspapers are fire-
eaters. But if it seethes politi-
cally, it hustles industrially.
Barcelona’s cnsiom houses han-
dles  ope-fourth of the foreign
trade of Spain. Its moderu streets
and modern buildings are as dif-
ferant from llln streets and build-

ings of S athar old-
fashioned & those
of the best laid city iu lx Mmeri-
can Middle West are from the
quaintest village in the oldest
port of New England. The city

is as large as St. Lou d the ad-
Jacent towas that may be included
iu a “Greater Burcelona” would
give it at least 1,000,000 inhabi-
tants. A civie h..u.n_, propagau-
da is engaging tha attention of
the Catalan metropolis, and it is
proposed to do for it what Baron
Haussmwan did for Paris and Pierre
L'Fofant did for Washington.

Buarcelona has been-called the
Chicago of Spain by disappoiuted
tourists, who expected to find it
“typically Spanish,” but its busi
men do not resent the appellation.
If the traveller is lookinz for
quaint old cities with Moorish
palaces and Gothic cathedrals the
country has enough of them to
ocenpy his time as lou' |
wishes to stay. The
Chicago has other and more prac-
tical aims. It prop: to eclipse
the fairly modern and fairly “live
city of Madrid as an impoptant
cantre of population, and cares
not at all that Seville and Madrid
have Murello painti to show to
the foreiguer while it has nothing
more  interesting than factories
and mercantile houses and a deap-
water harbor eotersd by 4,000
ships every year.
