- IN RUSSIA.

The woman’ s movement is oﬂen
spoken of as

being in want of ready money
and no longer enamoured of his
wife, offered to sell the latter to
an acquaintance of his named
Demydoff for the sum of 45
roubles, or, say five: guineas.
When Lailyshkio had spent the
money it oceurred to him that he
was now free to wad another
woman. Aund he took steps to
carry out his intention. TPossibly
he wanted to practice wife-selling

women and o m truth it is. The
English-speaking womaua is par-
ticularly wide-awake, but there
are many corners of the earth
where the movement has not yet
penetrated or is only beginning
to penetrate. Such a corner is
Russia where women are still in
a state of servitude. A Load)
uewspaper correspondent in St
Petersburg gives some stories of
women’s thraldom which should
make us glad we live in an en-
lightened country under the Brit-
ish flag.

He says :—What thbe status-of
the Russian woman who has taxen
a husband is, was, or may be,
transceads bolief. . . . A3 tha
wife's name is on the husband’s
passport she cannot reside auy-
where without his aunthorisation.
And he is at liberty to withdraw
it whenever lie likes. Wall I re-
member a case which happened
some years ago. Hoe was wealthy
whimsical, tyrannical, aad self-
centred. She was fanciful, high-
souled and obstinata. They mar-
ried in haste, and she reneuted at
leisure. At last she refused to
live with him. He refused togive
her penmssmn Lo mmde anywhere
but in his domicile. She ran
away to Kharkoff—they had been
living in Moscow. The husband
instructed the police to send his
fugitive wife home, aud invoked
the law in his favour. ‘The lady
was accordingly requested by the
authorities to return to her hus-
baod. She refused. Thereupon
the authorities became quiescent.
For in Russia, to their credit be
it said, the educated men on the

.whole are generous and chival

rous towards women. And even
the police dislike such dirty work
asthis. DBut the husband again
moved the lever of the law, aud
demandad that his wife be sent
home to him by etaps. That
meant that shestould be arrested
and despatched, tegether with
criminals from one forwarding
prison to another until she arrived
in Moscow. And that was duly
done.

The only divorce possible in
Russia is pronounced by an eccle-
siastical court composed of un-
married men-mouks-on strength
of the Jepositions of eye-witnesses
who have sworn to baving seen
what everybody knows that they
did not s2e. . . . .

It is among the auneducated
that terribls abuses prevail which
no legislation will root out. No-
thiog short of education will hu-
manise the savages, of whom a
goodly number is to be found
here and there in Russia.

A fow days ago a curious cise
of wife sellivg came to the notice
of the authorities, which shows
how much thersisstill todo among
the masses.
