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BRITISH REPORT ON
MENTAL HEALING

The committee, including medi-
cal pncmloners. physicians, neu-

gists and
to consider questions connected
with healing by spiritual means
has just finished its deliberations
and issued its report. Awoug
the conclusions arrived at are :—

“That the essential factor in all
forms of physic healing iu mweu-
tal soggestion, which has been
used from renote periods, al-
though more fully explaiued by
modern psychology.

“That there is abuundant evi-
dence of the efficac, of mental
snggestion in -the treatiowat of
wauy disorders. No evidence las
been forthcoming of any authen-
ticated cure of organic disease.

Dr. Ryle, as Bishop of Winches-
ter, was chairman of the commit-
tee of the Lambert Conference,
which dealt with the whole ques-
tion, aund his reply to the British
Medical Association. priuted in
the Britisb Medical Journal, is
quoted “ax an interesting aud
candid specimen of the answers
received.”

“Personally,” says Dr. Ryle, "I
do mot draw any marked dis-
tinction betwesu - the claims of
such healing alleged by Christian
Scientists, by Chiurch of England
haa]era. by faith healers, by Mo-

dans or by of
other religions. Where the
Christian faith is firinly held, I
believe that the patient may, by
the wise and hopeful inculeation
of Christian truth, be predisposed
in will aud mind, aud consequent-
]y, in sowe unintelligible mannar,
in physncaf conditions, toward the
suceessful combat with disease or
disorder. But I have seen no
Teason to accept the view, wh\rh
in some quarters has beren main-
taiued, that gifts of heallug are
the prerogative of clergy or of
members of the Church of Christ
as such.

“In the course of the investiga-
tion I seem to discern that there
was evidouces of tho traces of
curative influence upon the pliysi-
cal condition of patients produced
by personal forces to which these
differenit names have been giveu.
But I have been very uu\\llhug
eithor officially to recoguize such
alleged cases of healing or to en-
courage the claims to work such
results until scientific-men had
investigated tha phenomeua, and
so far as the physical condition is
concerned had seen reason to ad-
mit that physical chauges had
been produced and healings of-
fected in  whicl the caunsss al-
leged to be spiritual or physic
had been vigilantly recorded aud
scientifically registered and de-
fined.”

$10,500,000 which was the first
amount sued for iv thy Pliladel-
phia Court by the DBluefields
Steaship Compuany, the Attor-
neys and Anunditors of the Com-
pany have been at work on the
books, and having fonnd that the
damages cansed the Company
were in excess of the amount
weotioned in the first suit, they
have concluded to raise the
