WORLD'S GREAT
WATERFALLS.

THEIR RELATION TO INDUS-
TRY AND CONSERVATION.

TL

It is certainly possible to derive
a few million horse-power from
this great fall without appreci-
ably detracting from its majestic
beauty. The demands which are
made at present are still more
modest. The Victoria Falls Power
Compavy ask for ouly 150,000
horse-power, less than one two-
hundredth part of the whole, and
the plans for the future develop-
ment of the station involve no
danger of the annihilation of the
falls. The British Government
and the colonists know very wall
that the Victoria Kalls, which
since 1905 have been easily re:
ed by the Cape (0 Cairo Railway,
which crosses the Zambesi inmme-
diately in_front of the principal
fall, will certainly bring as much
money into tha country by at-
tractivg tourists as by producing
electrical power.

Thers is no other waterfall in
the world which is at all compar-
able in groatuess with the Zam-
besi, Iguassa or the Niagara.
Asia, notwithstanding its colossal
monatain ranges, is comparatively
poor in large waterfalls, which
are found most abundantly in
Africa aud North Ameriéa. The
largest African streams especially
are interrupted ny many falls of
considerable height. The Congo
has several high falls which, ow-
ing to the great volume of the
river, about sixteen times that of
the Nile, may be counted amoug
the most important sources of
water power ou carth.

The Stanley Walls, in the mid-
dle reach of tha river, cougist of
seven successive falls, of a total
height of 164 feet aud a width of
nearly 4,000 feet, and offer an
exceedingly rich source of power
which probably will gown be ex-
ploited. Sdll more important is
the total water power which the
Congo developis in the non-
navigable section extending from
its month to Stanle, Pool.  Here

~ tha river. confided in a channel

only a few hundred yards wide,
and with a dapth of water of
nearly 300 feet, flows with a
velocity of 45 feet a second, so
that at every point of the strean

25,000 Lo 80,000 cubic maters, or’

about a million cubic feet of
water, are hurled along with irre-
gistible force, while thirty-two
rapids and water falls lower the
level of the stream by 820 feot in
a gtretch of 170 miles,

The lower Nile in Egypt pos-
sesses a series of rapids, the cele-
brated cataracts of the Nile, but
no waterfall in tho strict sense of
the word. True waterfalls occur
on the upper Nile, the most buau-
tiful of them at the point where
the stream issnes from Lake Vie-
toria Nyanza. This Ripon Fall is
only a few yards in leight, but
the volume of water is so great
that it presents a magnificent
gpeetacle.

Comparatively fow persons
know which is the highest water-
fall in Furops. The .08t volu-
minous of European waterfulls,
strictly so called are the Rhine
lls at Schaffbausen, but the
ighest are the Rjukan Falls of

the Maan-EIf River, in the Nor-

wegian proviuce of Telemarken
The principal fall is 800 foot high
and the total height of the two
chief falls with the in‘ervening
rapids amouuts to 1837 feel.
while the average flow of water is
50 cubie meters, or 1,760 cubic
feet persacond. The Rjukan Falls,
with their total energy of 250.000
horse-power, are already things of
the past, for they have been irre-
vocably perverted to industrial
uses,

A similar fate threatens ofher
small Norwogian falls, but Nor-
way is so rich in waterfalls that
it can well spare a few. In Swe-
den, likewise, the Falls of Troll-
hatta, the most celebrated of all
ndinavian waterfalls,  have
been entirely anuihilated as ob-
jects of yatural beauty. Nearly
all of their water is now employed
for the production of electricity.

The Government itself has re-
cently aiblished here a power
station with a capacity of 40,000
hors -power.  This, now the
Jargest water power station in
Europe. will soon be surpassed
however, by the station at Ijukan
in Nor and by a still larger
station in the nrorth of Sweden
which will serve for tha op
tion of the Lofoden Railway.

The Porjus Fall, at which this
last wmentioned” station will bs
placed, is ouly ove fall, or rather

rapid. of a long sevies formad by
the Lule-EIf near its source in the
lake region of Lapland.

The largest and most beuntiful
of these falls is the celebrated
Harsprung, which forms tha sub-
jeet of many legewds. The Por-
jus power station is expected to
reach completion ia 1914 and to
develop soon  aftarward about
80,000 borse-pawer, yet ths wild
beauty of the Parjus I'all will be
little affected, as it is estimated
that its total water powar in snm-
mer, after its sovr-es of sapply
have been resnlated, wil' b about
300,000 horse power,
