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‘THE EARTHQUAKE
INVESTIGATORS.

Seismology is a science in its
infapey. No one seems to have
an exact knowledge of earth—
quakes, but for the world's peace
of mind, the security of lives,
property and commerce, men have
within the last quarter of a cen-
tury systematically set to work
to study them. These pioneers
in this science have just beld a
meeting, the International Asso-
ciation of Seismology, at Manches-
ter, England. Dalegates were
present from all parts of the
world. Professor Harry Fielding
Reid, who made a study of the
San Francisco earthquake, re-
presented this country ; Dr. Kot
Canada, and Dr. Omori. professor
of seismology in the University
of Tokio, Japan.

The earth is shakan on an aver-
age every half hour, which is con-
siderably more frequeut thano
people supposed before these
earthquake students began keep-
ing records. It is, however, the
disturbances in some well marked
earthquake districts that make
this average so high. Japan, for
instance, in seven years hard 8,331
“quakes,” an average of more
than 1,000 a year. Somé of them
cansed a sensible shaking of not
more than a few huodred square
miles. but the vibrations of most
of them were marked all over the
globe. In view of the frequency
of earthquakes it is porhaps not
strange that Japan should take
an unusnal interest in theirstudy,
or that after she had called a con-
siderable number of able Western
scientists as instructors in her
colleges she should take the ini-
tiative in work that has since be-
come worldwide. Immediately
followiug the great eivthquake of
February 22, 1339, in which Yo-
kohama lost most of its chimneys
and tile roofs and when most of
its tree clad slopes slipped down
into valleys, a meeting was called
of which Professor John Milne
was the lvading spirit and United
States Consnl-General Van Buren
was chair..an. It was the psy-
chological moment to establish au
earthquake society. In (hirty
minutes rules were adopted, sub—
seriptions collected aud the Seis-
mological Society of Japau was es-
tablished. The twenty velumes
that wore published in the fifteen
years' existence of this society
laid the foundation for alinost
everything that has been done
since. It has been sncceeded by
another society at Tokio, which
receives a subsidy from: the Ja-
panese Goverpment. Russia has
sin¢e appropriated about $10,000
a year for investigations; Italy,
especially since the disasters in
the Palermo district, has given
departmental consideration to the
subject ; in fact almost all civil-
ized nations have made the study
of earthquakes a matter of im-
portance.

To make the result of the in-
vestigations available everywhero
and to afford an opportunity for
an interchange of opinions the
international  association  was
formed. The central bureau, un-
der the direction of Professor P.
Hecker, is at Strassburg, and is
supported by an income of ahoiit
$9,000 subseribed by twenty-three
differeut countries. It is con-
nected with sixty statiouns, and
the intention is to establish this
year one in Asia Minor and au-
other i Greenland. Two large

catalogues are published e
year. Recently a moving pl
form was built at this central
burean for testing earthquake in-
struments, and next Py
cording to Professor Milne, “a
map. will be drawn which will
show Strassburg as the centre of
the world.”

In a general way it is already
possible to foretell earthquakes,
aud it is loped with the progress
of seismological sciencs people
will bs forawarned with greater
exactitude of the times and locali-
ties of such disturbances. “Wa
kuow that pariodicity, space dis-
tribution and meteorological con-
ditions are among the factors that
ents into calcnlation,” 1 Dr.

Omori, “and from these, with
fuller knowledge, we shall bo
able to make defioite caleula-
tions.” The practical benefits
