The revolution effected this
wees in the House of Lords is not
the only one of great moment in
Parliament. One was effected in
the House of Comnous which has
been let pass withoot much com-
ment. This was the bill for the
payment of the members and its
effect has not been considered by
the people ef the British Isles.

Ae a matter of fact for the pres-
ent this move cannot be gauged
by them, for they never cousider-
ed it. Lloyd George, the Chau-
cellor of the Exchequer, pointed
out that every other similar house
was paid, but in this case com-
parisons are without value. The
bill was passed of course simply
in payment of the Labor party
mewmbers for their support and it
will mean much to that party. It
will be enabled to escape the diffi-
culty of supporting many of ils
mermbers.

The judgment of the courts in
the case of thw labouriug man Os-
borne, who eighteen months ago
got a judgment agaiust his own
labour Union, was thut the paying
of ioembers of Parliument out of
the funds of the labor unious was
illegal.

Outside of the Laborites it is
doubtful if twenty members of
the House of Commons favor sal-
aries. The British people have
been accustomed for centuries to
Teceiving public services of this
kind without payment. Argu}
ments in favor of the payments of
Commoners may be applied to
Muagistrates, city and town coun-
cillors, board members and others.
This conntry uudoubtedly ou the
whole has had the sarvices of
better without pay than.could be
got with pay. The real question
is not whether better men could
be got with pay, but will it retain
as good men with compulsory pay?

Leaving the general purview of
the great change which in a few
short days has overcome both
bouses of the “mother of parlia-
ments," it is interesting to glance
for the woment upon the immedi-
ate effect of the division of the
Lords. The press of this country
is overwhelmingly Counservative
with the exception of a few organs
that lament the dafeat of the “dis
bard” peers. It professvs to re-
gard the victory of the hated
Government as a victory for the
Coaservatives' cause.

In other words it regards the
Unionist fight against the Govern-
ment as a fight between two sec-
tions of the party aund rejoices
that Balfour and Lansdowne won
out against the recalcitrants of
their own party. Had this week's
proceeding occurred in the old
days of duelling or even iu later
days there would have been busy
timesin the former cas: at houn
aud in the latter on the shores of
France.

The Unionist press makes
every endeavoir to impress the
fact that the split in the party
was over just fone point, whether
to overthrow the bill. It urges
that it is now time for the party
to come together again aud repair
the other mischief, fight home
rale.

But the quarrel is deeper than
that. Lausdowne's party is too
strong politically and socially to
suffer the ostraci which the
*'die hards” would like toeffect if
they could. But nothing more

'

clearly shows the depth of feeling
involved than the scenes of the
Carlton Club the night of the de-
bate. The atmosphere of that
glacial home of conservatism Le-
came tropical.  Within that club,
whereiu anything beyond a sub-
dued note of ordinary conversa-
tion attracts pained attention
peers who voted with the Govern-
ment  were tiled with hisses
and boos and the “‘die hards’” were
received with cheers of acclama-
tion.

SE!'RETAR\'_ATIEADE DE-
CLARES KAISER'S EMPIRE
IS MAKING RAPID
STRIDES.

Berlin.—Edward T. Meade of
Boston, secretary of the World's
Peace Foundation, in an interview
declared that Germany was ma-
king strides forward in favor of
international peace. He said also
that the people of Europe had
been watching with expectancy
the negotiations surroundiog the
arbitration treaties between the
Uuited States and Great Britain
and France, and that if they fail-
i of ratificatlon “we shall almost
be regarded as having broken
faith with civilization.”

Mr. Meade in spending a month
rmany making addresses at
various places on the peace move-
meut. He says that while he
finds the organized peace move-
ment in Germany far beyond that
of the United States and Great
Britain in regard to influence
a 1d resources, nevertheless he has
peen impressed by its marked ad-
vance in educational cireles.

Within the yearinternational

peace clubs with large member-
ships have been organizad in Ber-
linand Leipsic uaiversities, he

said. L'ne impulse towards the for-
mation of these clubs was given
by an American studsut in Ber-
lin, who was active in promoting
tue Costopolitan Club movemsnt
iu the universities in the United
S.ates.

Mr. Meade expressed regret that
the United States Senate had not
yet ratified tihe arbitration trea-
ties between the United States
and Great Britainand France. He
said tnat few Americans realized
the profound feeling these trea-
ties have awaksened iu Kurope.
