Truth sometimes seems improb-
able. The following letter, whicl
one of. the readers of the “Hevald”
sends to me from America, proves
this once again : —

“It was reported in town the
other day that a bolt of lightning
from a cloudless sky struck .
F. Langen’s barn on Friday at his
farin south of Morrisonville.

It was during the daytime, and
some of the men were in the barn
when it was struck. The crash
wag heard and the splinters]
boards were seen. hat no one saw
the bolt. It was taken for grant-
ed that it must have been a holt
of lightning, although the sun
was shining and the sky perfectly
cloudless. No ore in the baru at
the time was hurt.

“It bas also been said that a
girl was Killed last May in Evan-
ston by a bolt of lightuing from a
cloudless sky as she passed under
atree. The lightning struck the
tree and glanced to the girl, kill-
iug herinstantly.

“Is this possible?’ adds
writer.

We must believe it for analo-
gOus cases are not unknown.

In his “Life of Charlemagne,”
Eginhard tells of a lnminaus me-
‘teor which, falling from a clear
sky in which there was not the
slightest sign of astcry, struck
dowu the horse which the Emper-
or of the West was riding.

There are several other in-
stances of a similar nature. Quite
recently, at the timo of the earth-
quake in Huugary, ou July 8 last,
were not long flashes of lightning
seen coursing through the sky,
despite its perfect caln.  Besides,
it is not uncomimon for seismic
disturbances to be accompaunied
by varions luminous and electric
phenomena, With 'or without a
storm.

As a malter of fact, the falling
of a bolt from a cloudless sky is
rather exceptional and has been
the basis of many controversies.

The reason is simpls.  Kverybody
has seen “summer lightning.”

Everybody has seen, in certain
Iiot, cluar nights in summer, thege
sileut sparks, the white and bla-
ish, rapidly disappearing light of
which speeds across the pure
background of the lirmament.

Now it is to-day generally be-
lieved that these electric meteors
are reflected lightuing flashes,
resulting from a distant storm,
the centre of which is below the
horizon.

In this connection a navigator
relates that on one occasion, baing
at sea, wmore than one huandred
kilometres from Lima, he saw
many brilliant lightning flashes
unaccompanied by thunder, ou
the sasterly and northeasterly
lorizon. The atmosphere was
perfectly clear aud, moreovery it
ig a fact that storms are unknown
and thunder is never heard on the
coast of lower Peru. This immu-
nity, however, is limited to aa
area one hundred kilometres from
the coast toward the interior so
that it is evident that the light-
ning flashes observed at sea at a
great distance from the coast were
reflections of flashes originating
wore than two hundred Kilometres
away.
