Dollar an
Old Word

H<ARD IN THE LANGUAGE
AT LEAST 300 YEARS BE-
FORE IT WAS USEED IN

AMERICA.

The word “dollar” wasin our
lunguage at least thres huudred
vears ago, for it is used by Shake-
speare several times, says “Har-
per's Weekly.” It is supposed
that the word was in use in Lon-
don in the latter part of the six—
teenth century, haviog bsen
brought in by the North Garman
merchauts, who managed to trade
on the Baltic and in Russia.

“Dollar” appeared first in an
English dictiovary in 1745. It is a
borrowed word, being the Ger—
man “thaler.” The coins issued
by the miat in Jnnghunelhal Were

called “Joachimethalera.”  When

“Joschims” was dropped and the
m|n~. wore called simply
“thalers.
