WHY GORN IS KING.

SOME USES TO WHICH THE
WORLD'S CROP OF FOUR
BILLION BUSHELS
IS PUT.

Corn is the king of the grains
in the number of bushels pro-
duced and in all around useful-
ness, declares Farm Mackinery
It is the foundation for the live-
stock industry in the United
States, especially hog raising.

Corn is used directly for food
by thousands of people, in the
form of corn bread, hominy and
many excellent dishes. Indirect-
ly it is the food forthe entire
meat-eating world, but aside from
its food uses there are wany
others that many peopls have
never heard about.

People who like to talk in mil-
Jions and billions should revel in
discussing the cern crop. Uorn
was the gift of the New World to
the Old. It probably originated
in Mesico. Now it is grown all
over the world aund the average
annual erop is aboat four billion
pushels. The United States fur-
nisbes two thirds of that total.

Every year some new usg is
found for corn. In the old days

_thera were ouly two ways to dis=
pose of it—to feed it to cattle
and, in the shape of corumeal, to
some people. The meal had fo be
for flocal cousumption, because
when made, as it then was, from
the whole kernel, it soon becaue
rancid.

From the germ which is separ-
ated from the kernel in the will-
ing process the oil is extracted by
chemical and mechanical process-
es and constitutes a product which
is coming into usein the manufac-
ture of paint.

The vulcanized oil is nsed ex-
tensively in sarfacivg linoleam
and oilcloth and is applied to a
nuaiber of other purposes. After
the oil is extracted thera is left a
valoable residum kuown as corn
oil cake, which is sold bere aud
abroad and is used in tigg fatten-
ing of sheep and otheFanimuls.
Noarly fifty million ponnds of
this material are aunually shipped
to Great Britain and Germany
and thare used by farmers, who
fiud it cheaper than materials of
a similar nature which they cau
grow at howms,

A corn product which iscoming
into extensive use is glucose,
made from starch, water and sul-
phuric acid. Confectioners use
larhe gnantities of glucose, which
is a colorless, sweetish syrup
useful as food when properly
taken. Nearly two hufidred mil-
lion pounds of glucose are sent
out of this country each year to
all jarts of the world.

From cornstarch also comnes
dextrin of several kinds, used ex-
ten:ively in the making of glue,
paste and mucilage. When one
lick= a postage stamp one gets a
taste of dextrin, flavoured often
with some harmless preservative.

One other use of corn may be
mentioned as in all probability
having an important bearing ou
future industrial pursuits. De-
natured alcohiol is already exten—
sively wanufactured from corn,
both at homs and abroad. Da-
spite the advancing price of the
grain it is still one of the most
economical sources of a product
which under different legal r

strictions from these now in exis-

x| its  couducted here
aud abroad demounstrated that
bulkheads constructed of coru-

stalks were nearly impervious. to
water when a shot passed through
them. Some of the largest ships
are now protected with a belt of
corn pith celulose made largely
from ¢oru grown in the Ohio Val-
“ley, The sawe material, or modi-
fied forms of it, is used in the
maunufacture of high explosi
such as guueotton and smoke
powder.

Pyroxylin varnish, another ma-
terial made from cellulose, is a
very nseful produet manufactored
in conneetion with other products
just mentioned. -

From time to time the attention
of the coautry has been directed
toward (he vanishing supply of
woid for the manufacture. of pa-
paror paper pulp. Varions at-
tampts have beon made o manu-
favture paper from ot nateri-
alsand a good many 70
samples of fine pap=r were pro-
duced from cornstalks. The pro-
casses as followed were. however,
not economical, so that the work
was abaudousd. More recently
new light has bzea thrown on the
subject through improved meth-
ods and processes.

Black Hand
Explosion.
