“Everyone knows everything
about fuberculosis nowadays,”
says the writer of au interesting
article in “Chamber’s Jonrnul”
this month.

“People speak of a threatening
of tuberculosis, and says that if
this or that symptom coutinues it
will mean a sanatorium, as if a
sanatorium were a last resort when
all else failed. instead of the fir
step toward a cure.

“I caunot repeat too often that
the very best thing at tae very
beginzing is a stay in sowe open-
air sanatorium or a Winter speat
in the high Alps, where opfen air,
invalid diet, and cheeyful sur-
roundings have been rcanced 1o a
scielce. . . .

“L especially address wyself to
mothers, and heg them o kep
their eyes open for the f{irst inti-
matioun of this disease in their
chidgren.

One of the earliest symptoms
is an occasional mysterious rising
of the tewperature; avotheris a
languor in movement and a dis-
inclination to games; ansther, a
‘winter cough or luss of appetite:
another, constaut attucks of ‘iu-
fluenza,” a slight pain in the
shonlders or side often described
as ‘growing pains.’ In fact, any—
thing outside the ordinary,
healthy, noisy life of childhood,
anything unusnal or wmystérious
in health or spirits, should be
treated at ouce, and talked over
with a medical man.

“To enter in more particnlars,
I will try to imagiue what, with
my present experience, I shold
doif Isaw any of the premouitory
symptoms in a child vuder my
care. Ishould knock off lessous
entirely for three wonths, or six,
orevey a year. Any strain on
the mind is very bad for an anae-
mic ehild, enl he woull soon jick
up lost time if he regained health
aud strengih.

“Lf there wore a temperaturs I
should keep him in bed till it
went below ninetynine degrecs.
I shonld give him thres pints of
milk a day (six tymblers), and
wilk only; by which I wean no
tea and no coffee. 1 should al-
ways make him rest for half an
hour before each meal, andaf he
did not dislike it I shonld give
hitn from six fo eight ounces of
raw beef a day, winced fine, in
sund wicles,

“L should leave his windows
wide bpen at night, and draw the
b-d beneath them, being careful
