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STRANGE  SIBERIAN
HOUSES.

ONE ENTERS BY A HOLE, IN
THE ROOF AND CLIMBS
DOWN A POLE.

There are many kinds of gueer
houses iu the world, but for diffi-
culty of ingrsss and egress the
huts of some Siberian fur hon/—
ers, Koryaks by name, take the
paln.

From a distance these houses
have the appearance of huge fun-
nels rising out of a snowbank.
The craterlike top of the Louse,
besides forming a roof, is used as a
general storage place for food and
all sorts of articles. This slopes
dowuward to an aperturs in the
centre which serves as a1 smoke
hole, ventilator and Passage-way
below.

A number of logs arrauged in
a circle support the rickety frame-
work of ¢he roof, the lowerend of
which rests on a secondary pile
of zimbers forming the walls on
the living guarters. For npearly
nins months tha whole house is
covered up lo the projecting roof
with tons of snow, chinked in
with frozen earth aud' debris.’ tire
inmates beingz about ten feet be-
low the surface.

The most peculiar feature of
the house, according to Fur News,
is the meauvs of entravce. Tuis
is accomplished by scalivg a nar-
row split log, having Lolés cut in
for the feet and hands, which ex-
tends dovn from the rvof at an
an angle of almost 90 degrees.
Getting ivside is a feaz which
none but the experienced native
can accomplish with comfort.

The interior is reaclied by de-
scending another perpendicuiar
tree log stairway, ths holes beiug
covered with a slippery coating
of Fease and soot. A misplaced
ftep of any visiting white fur
trader cr hunter ould result in
his landing in a pot of blubber
always kepl boiling at the base.

The whole enclosure has a
ground floor, and is barren ol
anything in the-shape of furni-
tare. A large vessel for cooking
seal aund blubber aud a ket'le
used for meltivg spow are the
chiof  household utensils. The
diet is limited almost esclnsively
toraw aud hall cooked seal aud
whale flesh, with Russian brick
tea and American tobacco as an
extra luxury.

Before entering one of these
Arctie honseholds it is customary
for the white visitor or Zrader to
send word ahead prior to his ar-
rival. On reaching the house ha
will usnally find assexhled on
the roof awaiting him the host
and all his family, including dogs.
Dogs play an important pari
their primitive religion and
thought to be a potent ageney for
keeping away evil spirits and
briuging of good luck in zhe hunt-
ing of fur animals. For this rea-
son the stuffed form of a dog is
always kept dangling from the
rooftop of the houses.
