AN INTERVIEW WITH
REV. WORSFOLD.

‘What do I think of Costa Rica ¢
Well, it is difficult to say with
any degvee of certainty, exactly
what I thiuk, as I have only been
here aboat four months, but I can
give you a few impressions :

hen I was on my way out
here, I pictured a land of plensy
and sunshine; we certainly get
the latter, at times, and might
also enj)y the plenty, if the purse
were full enough, but it isn’t.

It was a pretty view, which
opened ap before me, as [ ap-
proache L on the stea::er; but it
was dack when I landed, it is
perbaps, wise not to say, whether
that s fortunate or unfortu-
nate.

I wa3j very much struck with
the bu lcings and the sfreets,
which are so vastly different to
England, or any other European
counfry. Limon is very cosino-
politan, so that, to myselt atany
rate, it vas easy to adapt myself
to the suiroundings.

You ask me what I think of
the peo_lc. Well, I think there,
too. [am ¢n very doubtful ground,
for I may make, or lose friends,
already made; if, I say exactly
what I ¢hink of some, and what T
should liky tordy to others; bat
this I will say, that [ have always
found the Goverument Officials
most courteons and kind, whether
it be the Governor, or the Doctor
at the Hospital, or the officials
with whot in contaet.
All have, no doubt, felt pity for
my lamentabls ignorance of a
beautiful language, which I awm
trying with the little time at my
disposal, to acquire.

No, it is oot for me 2 criticise
the work of ths country. I be-
lieve thav surely aund steadily,
this most peaceful of Republics, is
acquiring modern ideas and meth-
ods, as the needs for such present
themsel ts. Aad I am sure that.
postal ariangements, in fact, all
arrrangements which maks for
the progr ss of this country and
people, will advance always for
good. :

I have been much struck with
church life in Costa [Rica, and I
must say, with all fairness, that T
find more religion up the linss,
and mora rolid support given to
the Church, but, of course, there
are many thiogs to take into con-
sideration, and so after all one
cannot 1ally grumble, only I
would like to suggest to every
British subject that he should
“play tho game” that is, he
should ramember to kes ) the laws
of the country in which he has
the privilege to live, then if he
be a chu chman or a member of
any reli . ous body, he should be
a memb r in all sinceriry, and
act strai ht and true and honest.
But I m .t not preach here.

What o I think of the Limon
Literary and Friendly Associa-
tion? Wwuy I think it oue of the
grandes. movements going, and I
am pro id of being connected with
it. Besides the educational value
it has, there is the distinetly
moral advantage, aud none will
- deny th« need of betterand clean-
#r morals amongst all classes here
i Limon. Then the physical
side [ byieve is largely catered

. a sonrce of coutemnpt, as it w.

for. Ihear with joy that there
are some Boxing Gloves coming
soon. Yes, I have donea little
with the gloves, and hope to have
the privilege of bhoxing at St
Mark’s in order to keep myself
fit and healthy. To my mind
there are fewer exercises, which
helps a man to get morally and
physically fit at the same time,
so long as he treats and uses it
always as a sport in the true
sense of the word,

I believe there is a great future
before this couutry and the peo-
ple in it, thongh if there be one
thing T do not like, and which I
shall always go agaiust, it is the
mosywito pest.

Now you must remember I am
giving you an Knglishman's im-
prassion as seen throngh Eaglish
ayes.
