personally visiting the Spanish-
Awerican Republics. Thers are
many thinzs to be learnt by him
and by his coming here and being
among he people he will gather
lots of information that wil
eventually assist-him in wielding
the destinies of Jamaica, the is-

“land which he has the hononr of
being the representative of King
George V.

Sir Sydney Olivier's visit to
Colon ought to prove a source of
pleasure to him, aud ought 0 bo
the means of healing the breach
between himselfand UnclaSam, as
itis'a well known fact thathe lias
not made a good impression with
our American cousins, and now is
the opportunity for him to show
them bis good intention, and try
{o gain their favour and confi-
dence. There are many matters
in conuection with the openiug
of the Panama Canal, he will have
the chance of personally speak-
ing with the Awericans on the
Zone and studying the conaitions
‘there. He will also be able to
form a better opinion whether an
exhibition in 1915 will benefit the
isiand.

Sir Sydney comes to Port Limon
at a time when his presance will
be hailed with pleasure. Like
Colon he will find much here to
intarest bim, and as he is a keen
observer we know he will gather
much so that it will help him to
further the welfare of Jamaica.
Ho will be pleased to see the
cleanliuess of this republic, which
reflects great credit on those re-
spunsible for it, and we doubt not
that this will be an incentive to
drastic measures for the improve-
ment of Kingston, as well as to
formulats means to enable natives
of Jamaica to remain at their
homes and enjoy what their Craa-
tor graciously prepared for them

We feol sure thatthe visit
Siv Sydney Olivier will be
source of great safisfaction to ti o
thcusands of that island residing
here and he will receive a right

royal welcome from them. Sir
Syduney will be the first Goveroor
who has visited a foreign country
in order to eatisfy himsef by per-
sonal observation of the condi-
tions which induced so many
thousands of British subjects (es
pecially Jamaicans) to leave their
conntry in order to befter earn a
livelihood.

Result of Anony-
mous Letter Sent
to Governor

a young man who conld not write
grammatically and whose spelling
was not above reproach. The
letter stated that there were
crowds of men and women out of
work ‘n Kingston, that intense
poverty was prevalent, and that
whenever a ship came to Jamaica
a large number of respectable
young men would offer to work
their passage to some foreign
country. The writer asked the
Goveruor to instizate some sort of
enguiry into local labour coudi-
tious to see what could be done
to improve them. He simply
gave his address as Kingston. He
left no cloe as to who he might
be.

Another Governor would prob-
ably have cousigued such an ill-
written anonymous letter to the
waste paper basket. Not so Sir
Sydney Olivier. After reading
it carefully, ke sent it zo the ln-
spector General of Police with the
request that that officer should
find out how wuch zrath there
was in the plaiut of the aoony-
mous young wan. The Iuspector
General-—Mr. Mc¢Crae, was acting
at the time—deputed oune of his
Tuspeclors to get up all the data
on the subject that he could, and
this [ospector sent out Isfters to
sich persons as lie thought would
koow a good dwal about the con-
dition of the peopls iu the city.
Hs also bad personal interviews
with many of them. The total
result was vot very satisfactory.
It was found that many of these
(including mivisters of religinn)
koew very little about the real
sitnation of the workers and loaf-
ers of Kingston. Most of them
agreed, however, that the brick-
layers aud carpeuters of tha city
wore complaining “of lack of
work, and some of them sxid that
young women of a decent class
often found it difficult to get any-
thing to do. One gentleman went
fairly well into tha question,
pointiug out that emiigration had

relieved the labour sitoation
somewhat, and expluioiog that
though tnere was nol a great’
amount  of usemploymeut in
Kingston, many persons found

amployment ouly at au unsatis-
factory wuge.
