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THE VALUE OF
CO-OPERATION.

An important feature of the
agricultural industry in northern
Holland ‘s the tendency toward
co-operation.  Until aboot 19800
there was comparatively little
Jocal brganization, most of the as-
sociations up to that time having
been either national or provincial,
The last decade, however, has de-
veloped hundreds of rural socie-
ties of a co-operative character,
with a great diveristy of purposes,
for the benefit of the Putch farm-
ers. Indeed, it is doubtful if
there is aoy country in the world
except Deumark where agricul-
ture is su thoroughly organized as
in the Netherlands.

Karlier agricultural organiza-
tions were concentrafed lirgely
at the seats of the provinces or at
the national capital. They dealt
with problews of a national char-
acter, treated with theoretical
problems and ignored the more
vital matters of practical farm
life. The newer- orgauizations,
on the other hand, aim at admin-
ister:ag to local needs, such as co-
operative buying, ecredits, insu.-
ance, education aud geoeral social
uplift. The rural organizatious
in their first stage contemplated
only co-operative purchasing, but
ia the last fuw years they have
graduallly approached a state ot
murtual co-operation iu so far is
practicable. Wheress they for-
tmerly co-operate in the purchase
of feriilizers, feed and seeds and
in breeding, fhey now co-operats
in improving the social advan-
tages of the members and their
famnilivs and assisting financially
those in more limited circam-
stances. :

According to published statis-
tica the number of members in
the various kiuds of rural asso-

ciations in northern provinces
may be stated as follows .

Provincial farmers’ associations. 56,009
Agricultural societies 3,500
Steck growers' organization 2,490
Various rural co operative societies 38,000

In conunection with these ganer-
al organizations thore are numer-
ous societien for special purposes
in different local sections. The
experimental branch of work be-
longs to this class, such as privaty
co-operative stations, where
chaese, butter, fartilizers, cattle
breeding, farm admibistration,
household economics and a great
diversity of other problams are
treated advantageously.

The co-operative insurance and
banking societies also furnish ex-
lent advantages for the raral

y
cot

population. In such cases as the
foot and month diseass among

stock agriculture would be. a
hazardous pursnit if some means
of co-operative jnsurance were
not in vogue. Hail, fire and
other insurance is almost entirely
unaerwritten by co-operative as—
sociations of farmers.

It is claimed that supplies pur—
<chased in bulk can be obtained
mors eccnomically and in a better
quality. The trade of one of
these organizations is a valnable
consideration whick stands the
wmembers in hand in making their
co-operative purchases.

The value of fertilizers, feed
and seed purchased by co-opera-
tion in the provinces under con-
sideration par 100 hecfares (247
acres), according to the last pub-
lished reports, was as follows:
Groningen, 625.11 dols.; North
Holland, 212.66 dols.; Gelderland,
253 41 dols., Friesland, 95.26 dols.;
Utreteht, 178.09 dols. The great
pasturage of Friesland -accounts
for its low figure, while the inten-
sive agriculture contributes to its
extensive purchases.

In the last decade the ivcrease
in agricultural products in this
seetion  has been about 75 per
ch by most authorifies
is atiributad to this recent system
of co-operation.

Will Italy go to War
with Turkey.

Now that the war scare between
Germany and France has bacome
& thing of the past Europe is being
couvnlzed by rumours of a likely
scrap between Italy aud the Ot-
taman Empire. Latest cable ad-
v,ee8 from Rome indicate a like-
lihood of a clash between the

two latter counlries over the
oceupation  of Tripoli. Accord-
ing to the altimatum  sent

by the Italian Governmeut the
dogs of war may be unlashed at
any moment. Italy’s plan em
brace the bombardment of Tripoli
and a simultaneous military move-
ment of 200,000 soldiers blocking
the Lurkisb coast along ths Adri-
atic Sea, Macedonia, Syria avd
Avrabia under the guise of protec
ting Italian subjects residing in
those countries. From what we
gather avery effort is being made
to induce Turkey to come to an
amicable arrangement as Italy
appears willing to leave Tripoli
provided the Turkish Goverument
will recognize the formar’s pre-
pondurance ; that Germany and
Austria are supporting this plac
there can b o tWo opinions,
while Franve with the coopera-
iion of Italy would indamuify if
the proposal is accapted.

Germany's balligerent sttituds
is another examiple of har bluff-
ing in order to save her military
honour as iu the cass of Moroc-
can affair.

The gathering togethar of ‘he
Ttalian flest at Toronto and the
departure of the torpedo hoat de-
stroyers for Brimdisi will doubt-
Jess have the dasired effect in mak-
ing Turkey clinb down in tims
to avert a war which she is not
able to carry on.

Italy’s plans are receiving sup-
port except on ie side of
the country. and if waris declaved
a goneral strike will follow. Ttaly
2an call out at least 112,000 re-
servists with which to handle her
internal as well asexternal af-
fairs, and if a strike shoull take
plaze there can be un doubt that
she will be in a position to handle
the oceasion. Italy will no doubt
be ready to pay reut to Turkey
for the occupation of Tripoli : but
in the event of the Turkish Em-
pire being foolhandy enough to
refuse Italy’s proposal she will be
badly beaten in the scrap.

The Turks may retaliate by ill-
treating Ifalian subjects_and de-
» 10ying their property and Italy

would then have reasonabl e exed tothe Uaited

cuse to sail in and give her the
whipping that she deserves. Some
Turkish officials have exprossed
the determipation of making a
determingd resistance and calling
the conutry to arms in order to
show Italy that her Military oc-
cupation would end in a fiasco,
that other Buropean countries
