SYMPATHY FOR
HIS COUNTRYMEN.

‘We publish in another column
a letter sent to the “Daily Glean-
er.” Jamaica, by Mr. Cox, appeal-
ing to the Governor of Jamaica
to grant a general pardon to bis
(Mr. Cox) countrymen, who
through erime committed at home
had to seek refuge here.

Weare at one with Mr, Cox in
his suggestion and would like to
see such clemency extended to
these people, allowing them to
once more at least, plant their
feet on their native soil. M.
Cox has not mentioned anything
about the length of time such
persons spent here: we think this
is important and should be con-
sidered by His Excellency, pro-
vided he fall in with the sugges-
tion. There are many unfortu-
nate men here who through
straightened circumstandes. and
some through temptations over
wkich they had no control com-
mitted themselyes at home and to
avoid open disgrace ran here for
refuge, the wmiajority of whom,
e believe, have suffered much

mental stra’n and privation and®

loss of cowfort which is enongh
punishment in many c: 823

Perbaps many who had com-—.
mifted petty frauds would be
‘only too glad to_make good what
they made love fo and was nof
Tegally their own, but this the
law of Jamaica forbids. Once
the crime committed by one comes
to the knowledge of the Govern-

.ment and {haes take the matter in
in hand, the aggrieved party has
no power to grant free pardon
which would enable the de-
faulter to return to his home un-
molested.

Many of these unfortunate fu—
_gitives that is eaking out a miser-
able existence here are competent
men, with ability for filling mavy
imporzant offices at home where
they have a right to but instead
‘they are on foreign soil giving the
results of the arduous labours of
their masters that spared no pains
in fitting them to fill important
offices at home.

We would like i¢ to be under-
stood that we are not prepared 1o
encourage crime, on the coutrary
we are of opinion that every de-
faulter should receive just reward
for wrong so that he may be tha
better man, and allow the past ex-
perience to ba stepping stoues to
loftier ideals.
