Whatever the outcome of the
present dispute between France
and Germany over the or-
oceo question, one fact stands
out preeminently, and that
is that the time has com>
when the whols north coast of
Africa, extending from the Suez
(Canal to the Pillars of Hercules,
is soon 7o be definitely and per—
man-ntly partitzioned off among
the European powers. Germauny
fully appreciates this fact, heuce
her anxiety to putin her claim
for a proper share of the spoils
and her determinrtion either to
gain a foothold on the north
coast of Africa or secure adeqnate
and general compensation else-
where.

There is no concealment about
France’s aspirations in- Morocco.
She desires to control fhat coui-
try just as she now cont rols Tu-
pis and Algeria. If her plans
succeed the whole of north Afri-
ca will revert fo Great Britain
and France, the former power
controlling Bgypt aud the latter
the rest of the north coast, exce-pt
Tripoli, »hich Turkey stiil holds
by a very uucertain tenure. That
this tenure is not to be allowed
to remain uncontested is evicent
from the preparations that Izaly
is making to assert a claim to pre-
dominant influence in ‘Tripoli.

This revived claim of Italy
promises to further complicata
the Morocco situation. Italy be-
ing a member of the triple alli-
. ance, there is no room for sus-
pecting that her rival of a claim
to Tripoli bas been iustizated by
Germany to further embarass
France in her campaign for the
control of Morocco. ‘Lurkey will
no doubt protest against the ac-
tion of Italy, but as tha Turks
have not the naval strength to
make an effective resistance to
the Malian fleet, and being har-
assed by ioternal troubles at
_home, they are not likely to make
any acfual opposition.

With the partitionibg of the
remaining portious of north Afri-

ca, the o of the Dark Conti-
nent wil ve passed under Bo-
rOp8an ¢ ol, and thers will be
no furthe¥ territory for any of

the great powers to covet. It is
a realization that this is <he last
chance that makes Germauny and
Fravce 8o determined to get all
they can before the door is per-
manendy shut to further terri-
torial expansion.

The wo»d is very hard aund ex-
tremely nssfal to the natives, who
make charcoal from t&. The fruit
resembling a large olive, is used

to fead cattla and ¢ mannfacturd
a valuable oil. It also furnishes
the principai sustaaan:e of many
of the poorer natives.
