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RAIN-MAKING.

Begides the use of bad langnags
as a popular means of procuring
rain, there are various other
tricks to which members of the
human race have recourse in the
time of drought. There is a vil-
lage in Russia, for iustance, where
three men used fo climb certain
fir trees in time of drought, one ot
the three having a vessel of water
which be would sprinkle all
around. One of the other two
hammered on a kettle or made
some similar noise in the hope of
thereby producing thunder, and
the third scaftered sparks from
firebrands as a warning to the
lightningeto make haste. “The
Bough” gives a host of instances
of similar ceremonies, as they have
been observed in Jdifferent parts
of zhe world,

In Rumania, Servia and other
countries the charm for rain is
more picturesque. Here a trcop
of girls, the leader ot whom is
naked save for a covering of
leaves, herb aud flowers, goes in
procession from house to house
through the village, and as
they pass singing for rain the
householders drench them with
buckets of water. “The ceremony,”
says Dr. Frazer “regularly takes
place all over Rumania on the
third Tuesday after kaster, but
it may be expected at any time
of drought during the summer.”

There is yet another wetiing
Rumanian custom described in
“Golden  Bongl.” Sometimes
when rain is needed we are fold,
the Rumanians “make a clay fig-
ure to represent Dronght. cover it
with a pall, and place iZzin®™an open
coffin.  Girls erouch aronnd the
coffin 1nd lament, saying "Drougit
is dead! Lord, give us rain!’" Then
the coffin is carried by. children
in funeral proeession, with a
burning wax candls bofore it
while lamentations fill the air.
Finally they throw the coffin and
candle in a stream or w3ll”

In unspoils pargs of Russia ths
popular methods of influencing
the weather are less funeral.
Sometimes, for instance, Dr. Fra-
ser tells us, “after .gervice in
churel the priest in his robes has
been thrown_ down ou the gronnd
and drenched with water by bis
parishionsrs. * * * In Kursh, a
previneo in  Southern Russia,
when rain is much wanrted the
woman feize a passiug stranger,
and throw him inZo the river ov
souse h¥n from head to foot.”
If you are going to spend yonr
holidays "z Southern Russia it is
as well that you shoald know this.
Otherwise you might come away
with the totally false impressions
that strangers are unpopular in
those paris.
