American Loan

NICARAGUAN CONGRESS
" HAS APPROVED THE
FIFTEEN-MILLION
PROPOSITION.

The Nicaraguan Congress has
just approved the American loan
for 15,000,000, to be subscribed
at 994 per cent. according to  pri-
vate cables received here yester-
day Lrom” Managna. A provision-
al loan of $1,500,000, the cable
stazad, was also approved, and is
o b negotiated in Paris.

Ernest H. Wands,
viser, is said to have been réspou-
sible for the early approval by
the Nicaragnan Congress of the

loan treafy. Mr. Wands was
formerly  eommissoner  of the
United States to the Argentine
Industiial Fxposition, held at

Aires | year. He has
oceupivd othsr important  posi-

tions in the wovarnment service.
A portion of the new loan is to
be used in ¢ha construction of a
governmant railroad from Rama
to San Ubaldo, onthe lake near

Manazua, a distanca of abont 120

i At San_ Ubaldo connec-
tmn will be made with the old
Pacific Railroad. Another road

is projected and is o be built
with a portion of the fuuods, ex-
tending from Managua to Gran-
ada.

Provision is made for such use
of portions of the loan so as fo
guarantes the greatest possinle
developement of the resonrces of
the repobli

The loan is a poject of the Con-
servative Party, and was strongly
opposed by meimbers of the Lib-
eral Party, who objected to cer—
tain clauses in the treaty.

However both  Uonservatives
and Liberals see in ite con-

summation the future preponder--

ance of the Washington _govern-
ment in Nicaraguan affairs, par-
ticnlarly as pertains to peace and
war. By sowe it has baen claim-
ed that after the loan has bacome
effective  Nicaragua will have
lost much of her sovereiguity.

Turco-Italian War.

NAVAL ATTACHE GUEST ON
THE TRANSPORTS.
SHELLING OF
TOBRUK.

Rome, Oct. 10.—The naval at-
taches of all European countries
and the Uunited States, Japan aud
China who will accompany the
-expedition were mos¢ cordially re-
ceived by the Italian naval and
milizary officers. The American
attache is Commander Aundrew
T. Long.

Transports which left Naples
were under the escort of a squad-
ron sent purposely by Rear Ad-
miral Aubrey, which was rein-
forced by other warships waiting
outside the Strait of Messina. The
great sec¢recy maintained concern:
ing the sailing of the expedition
is explained by the fact that the
government? realized the danger
froma surprise aftack on the
forces at Lr'poli because of the
witidrawal of the blockade along
the coast of ships to convey the
transports. The sailors an 1 troops
landed at Tripoli were not con-
sidered sufficient o resist by
themselves a serions  offensive
movement.

The transports and conveying
warships wera ordered to proceed
at a speed of ten miles an hour,
but to slow up af uight, éven
stoppiog if it was deemed advisa-
ble as it was considered danger-
ous to steam so closs together at
night without lights. The expe-
dition is expected to reach Trip--
oli Thursday.

R-\porlq from Tripoli say ths
town is resuming its usual unput
The market places are again
scenes of animation.

Gradually the town has been
cleared of the elements opposed
to the occnpation. Officers of the
battleships sent to Naples to es-
cort the transports in describing
the bombardment of Tobruk and
the landing there, say the Turk-
ish garrison made little resistance.
Wheu the order was given for
the landing every sailor wanted
to join the soldiers.

As the boats with the landing
parties neared the shore they
were received by a hail of bullets.
Without waiting for the boats o
laud, soldiers and 'sailors aiike
leaped into the sea, answered the
fire of the enemy aud then
charged with bayonets, driving
the Turks before them.
