There came to our view in the Capital
last week Thursday, a pocession organised
by the men associated with the transportation
section of the Costa Rica Federation of
Workers. The marchers carried many strik-
ingly worded banners, but there was no de-
monstration of any alarming numerical
strength. They wended their way to the Le-
gislative Building where their spokesmen
vehemently delivered speeches in form of
solicitude to'the Chamber of Deputies for the
granting of a measure of Reformation to
Clause (C) of Article 369 of the Labour Law;
a section which emphatically states that
strikes are illegal in transport companies.

We are not endowed with that special
Gaod given gift to read the hearts of men,
however, we have the assurance that men in
such high places as the National Congress
are men of great understanding and wisdom
and cannot be easily swayed by an avalan-
che of expressions. We believe that their
looking into the mirror of the workmen; il
would be compatible to view also the reflec-
tion.

Now let us reason together: The real
ubrden of the crisis lies with the existing cost
of living and not so much with the earning
power of the workermen and it is our opinion
that strikes will not untie the “knot”. A re-
trospective view will disclose the cause for
our paying exhorbitant prices for some of our
-every day necessities of life. Strikes both at
home and abroad is the responsible measure.
In our own Republic strikes long in advance
of Organized Labour have only served to fill
the saving boxes of certain proprietors of
commerce; for instance the strikers get an
increase of a few colones in their earnings
and the establishment which they struck
against effect an increase of a hundred fold;

a Night

To the beat of rough hewn
boomerangs tapped gently to-
gether fullblooded Australian
aborigenes went through the
ryhmic movements of a corro-
boreedance.

Coarsly carved boomerangs
soared into the sky where they
twirled into the wind, curved
around and, spinning wildly,
returned to their darked skin-
nad lhrowﬂm,

Eight foots pears flung by a
two foot womera (throwing
stick) came to earth 130 yards
away and stood quivering in
the ground.

Squatting on the ground, a
worrior rolled his firestick be
tween the palms of his hands.
Soon smoke began to rise, and
the warrior lifted a glowing
ember and placed it in a bund-
le of-dead grass. He blew on
it steadily until the grass began
to smoke and finally burst into
flame,

Thie could be a description

of a coroboree of one of the
wild myall tribes of the Arn-

hem Land In Australia’'s far
north.

It was far from that. These
natives had forsaken most of
the way of life of the myall
They were attached to the
Cherbourg Aboriginal Settle-
ment, |80 miles north - west
of Brisbane (Queensland) and
the scene was the climax to a
two - day festival, they held
recently.in support of their lo-
cal Queen competition.

Founded 40 years
ago, Cherbourg is one of three
aboriginal settlements set up
by the Queensland Govern-
ment to assist both fullblooded
and half caste aborigines
become independent of
white man.

contribute towards the cost of
joint communications, between
the two countries.
