Atlantic Zone of our Republic; and one of the consequen-
zes has been the retirement of several employees of the
fruit Company, many of them dating from the days when
this Division was an outstanding factor in the activities of
the Unitéd Fruit Company. These men will, undoubtedly
swell the ranks of our unemployeds and ' create further
economic difficulties. A very large number of our agricul-
turists; who have devoted long years of their lives to this
s=anch of cultivation, are also now fated with set-backs
5f the most serious nature. The non-disposal of their fruit
-epfesents immediate monetary losses, but they are further
onfronted with cultivations which must be cared to a
2rtain extent to avoid complete deterioration. This might,
: assisted by means of catch-crops, but unless a reliable
arket were assured, with quotations reasonably remune-
tive, the expediture in this respect would only result in
'ditional losses to the producers.

How then to lend a helping hand? By what means can

@ gloomy prospect be relieved? The' creation of one or
ore mills in this city and other suitable points throughout
e province, for the extraction and miaking of Banana Flour
dother food items, might assist. With the carcity of
wat flour, o ready market would, we tHink, be aiways
¢ for the flour properly milled from both the Yuca and
mnana -plants. Then, too, there is the matter of Pig
aring. If this were taken in hand and conducted on @
opeily established commercial basis, we certainly believe
e industry would be found a very profitable one, in view
of there being so much food available from the constantly
ripening bananas. There is a splendid demand, we under-
stand, for pigs for butchering purposes in the interior.

Lastly, we suggest that the recently organized Planters
Committee or some other representative group approach
