If the city falls, the war
will certainly be prolonged,
though the cost of a delayed vie-
tory will be felt by Germany
in all her future campaigns. She
canmnot.

REVIVE THE HEAPS OF DEAD

sacrificed in the gigantic assault
or restore the vital weeks lost
on the Volga. The defense of
Stalingrad has been compared
1o that of Verdun in the World
War. The city itself is not a na-
tural strongheld, as Verdun was
but control of the banks of the
Volga is as important to Russia
as domination of the Meuse
heights was to France. In Fe-
bruary, 1916, the Germans
launched their attack on Verdun
and maintained a relentless
pressure for four months. They
battered their way to ~within
three miles of Verdun.

On this battlefield the Crown
Prin¢e used up forty-three divi-
sions of elite troops, and the
German army never quite reco-
vered But it was not alone the
stubborn defense of Verdun
which saved the city. The Ger-
mans were compelled to meet,
almost simultaneous counter-
offensives by Earl Haig on the
Somme and by General Brusilov
in Russia. No comparable relief
seems in sight for Stalingrad,
with the Nazis even now in its,
southern suburbs. The fall of!
Stalingrad would be a disaster
not only for Russia but.

FOR ALL THE UNITED
NATIONS

Whatever cripples the Russian
giant cripples us. In the words
of the Soviet Army newspaper,
“Red Star”, “‘Stalingrad is Groz-
ny, Baku and Transcaucasia”.
This means that its loss would
eost Russia her main oil supply
and all the riches that lie
beween the Caspian and Black
Seas. It would dislocate the
Russian armies, reduce their
striking power and permit Hitler
{0 face the West again. It may
bring Japan into Siberia. It
might result in the conquest of
©gypt. Yet, for Hitler, even
such a victory

WOULD NOT BE DECISIVE

Russia will fight on. The cruel
Russian Winter is approaching.
Hitler can hardly launch another
sajor offensive there this year.
But if the Russians fail now on
ihe Volga, next yvear's burden
on Britain and the United
States will be immeasurably

In their attempt to turn this
boast into fact, the Axis have
lost 769 aircraft since the
beginning of the war, of which

526 have been destroyed during
the last six months. And Malta
still stands.

This quiet, bombscarred street
in London’s dockland in where
many of the men of Britain's
Mercantile Marine, the men who
keep open the Atlantic lifeline,
live when they are not at sea.
It is here that their wives and
families wait for their return.

To-day 1 came here in search
of heroes and found the shyest
men I had ever met. They have
been torpedoed, they have drift-
ed for days in open boats, they
have endured hunger and thirst
in mid-ocean, but—they don’t
talk about it. You must go to
their friends to hear their
story.

ASK ERNIE

Take 34—yvear-old Seaman
Jack Smithers. Jack has been
torpedoed three times and once
spent eight days in an open
boat. But he didu't tell me that.

Said Jack to me: “You should
meet Ernie Vatcher. He's only 33
and he's been torpedoed five
times in the past year. No, you
can't interview him. He's back
at sea in his sixth ship and
won't be back yet a while.

“Vatcher's last ship was tor-
pedoed in the engine-room and
he was there at the lime the
torpedo struck. No one knows
how he got out alive”.

I met Leading Stoker Jim
swinging along on
crutches with his left foot in
bandages, a legacy from his last
voyage. He waved his bandag-
ed foot at me and said. “I'm
just waiting for this to get
better so I can get another ship”.

These are the unsung heroes,
They wear no uniform. They
wear a small silver badge with
the ‘letters MN. And they
perform big deeds.

No wonder then that on April
21 this year, the German news-
paper “Voelkischer Beobachter”
irritably admitted the German
mistake: “The island of Malta
has held out longer than its
position within immediate range
of the Italian Air Force led one

to expect”. No wonder that on
July 11 the Italians were forced
to confess: “Malta is still a

bridge for the aircraft trans-
ferred from Britain to Egypt".

NEW 4-TON BOMBS

LONDON, Sept. — The Air{

disclosed today that
the Royal Air Force had been
dropping 8,000-pound bombs in
recent raids on Germany. These
new four-ton explosives were
used against. Karlsruke Sept. 2
and Duesseldorf Sept. 10. and,
according to the first official
detalls of the damage done at
both those highly important
centers of war industry in
Western Germany, they spread
great havoc.

Reconnaissance photographs
taken after these raids showed
that 270 acres of Karlsruhe and
