LA NORTHERN RAILWAY C° ELEVA SUS TARIFAS

Por los avisos que publica en los periédicos Ila
Northen Ralway C? estamos enterados de que, debido
a la emergencia actual, el ferrocarril seguira liquidan-
do los fletes al tipo de 561 en vez de 430 como lo es-
taba haciendo desde mil novecientos treinta y cinco.
Esta diferencia de cambio que llega a ciento treinta
puntos, hara subir en un diez por ciento cuando menos
todas las mercaderias que llegan a esta zona, y en es-
;ecial los articulos de consumo inmediato. Si la situa®
cién de la regién Atlantica era mala ahora lo sera mu-
sho peor.

Y es que, la verdad de las cosas, la provincia de
Limén es la unica verdaderamente afectada con la gue-
yra. Como las plagas biblicas, han caido sobre nosotros
una por una muchas calamidades,

Cuando hace unos cinco afios comenzé a dibujarse
la crisis de esta zona, la Compania Bananera inicié el
traslado de todas sus actividades a las regiones del Pa-
cifico. Cientos de empleados de alta categoria y de tra
bajadores le fueron restados a la economia provincial.
Mas tarde las dificultades de transporte maritimo pa-
ralizaron casi completamente el movimiento de traba-
jadores en muelles y bodegas. Vino después el tragico
Jiundimiento del vapor San Pablo y hubo necesidad de
decretay el oscurecimiento general de la ciudad. La pers
pectiva de vivir en tinieblas alejé las pocas visitas que
nos llegaban del interior y creé en la poblacion un de-
caimiento muy facil de explicar. Las oficinas del ferro-
carril fueron trasladadas a San José con todo el perso-
nal que devengaba sueldos considerables y que ha sido
dinero restado a la circulacion. Mas tarde la Compaiiia
Bananera suspendié total y ahsolutamente la cotta de
fruta y liquidé definitivamente a miles de finqueros y
de peones que vivian de esta industria. El cacao, con las
dificultades de trasporte, bajé de gquinee a veinte pun
tos.

COMMANDO ATTACK

The marching record of the
British Army is held by a Com-
mando unit that covered sixiy-
three miles in full wmarching
order in a little more than six-
teen hours. As the men neared
the end of their grueling day
their prineipal concern was whe-
ther they would reach their des-
tination in time to attend a dan-
ce that evening. They did, and
they finished up their day with
several hours’ dancing. This
is one of the many stories of the
rigorous Commando training
told by Gordon Holman, a Bri-
tish newspaper man who was
permitted to accompany the
Commandos on their raids on
the Lofoten Islands last Decem-
ber and on St. Nazaire in March.

~— formerly the U.S.S. Buchanan,
one of the fifty four-stack des-
troyers traded to Britain in re-
turn for bases — against the
main gate of the drydock, Com-
mandos who had taken passage

on her deck leaped ashore to
get into the fray, while.

the Campeltown and with it

destroyed every trace of the ga-
te. Not all of the raids of the
Commandos wind up in such bit
ter - fighting, but Mr. Holman
testifes to the intense and out-
spoken disgust of these men
when a hoped-for scrap eludes
them. On the expedition to the
Lofoten Islands, on which he
was the first newspaper man to
accompany a Commando unit,
they were deprived of the fun
to which they had been looking
Iorwaurd by a shortage of Nazis.

A TRUE HERO

London, October, — This is
the story of a man who stayed
at home — which, being a sexa-
genarian who had survived two
previous wars, he was entitled
to do. He was Lieutenant Wil:
liam Foster, M.C,, D. C. M,, was
six feet in height, and despite
his age, was in first-class train-
ing. He voluntarily ended his
libe by an act of seif-sacrifice
which saved a score of his com
rades in the Home Guard, of
which he was a grenade instruc:
tor. In their view he deserved
the Victoria Cross. Soldiers and
Home Guards were participating
last Sunday in bomb-throwing
exercises near Whaddon, four
miles from Salisbury. Foster,
who had been among the first
eight enrolled in the Alderbury
Platoon of the Wiltshire Home
Guard had with him in a trench,
but not among the half-dozen
Home Guards immediately su-
rrounding him, his gransison,
aged seven, who had come to
watch. A live grenadz wos
thrown too low to clear. It
struck the top of the bank and
rolled back towards the platoon.

covering it with his body so that
is sustained the full force of the
explosion.

tantly, but he had saved his men,
That night, in the Three Crowns
Inn, they drank their beer,
smoked and talked about him.
The sum of their knowledge ves
that his son-in-law was 2 priso-
ner of war; that he, himself, was
one of twelve sons of a naval
officer, all of whom had entered
the Army or Navy; that he
fought in the South African war,
and had won the D.C.M. in the
last war as a Sergeant-Major in
the Royal Fusiliers, and the Mi-
litary Cross after being commis-
sioned in the Royal Army Servi

ce Corps. “Born in the Army
almost he was”, they said, “and
now he's dead — but he saved

the lives of 20 of us.”
