JAPANESE BRUTALITY IN
THE INDIES

U-BOAT SUNK BY TWO
AIRCRAFT

MELBOURNE

A Dutch civil servant from
one of the minor islands of the
Netherlands East Indies, who
escaped to Australia after liv-
ing for four months under Ja-
panese rule tells a story of
brutal treatment. On the day
when the Japanese landed, he
was taken from his home to see

he Japanese commander and
had to stand awaiting him
till the late afternoon; when
he refused to sit .on the

foolr with the Japanese as
ordered, he was bound hand and
. foot and taken to the garden,
where with other Europeans, he
was hung to a wooden fence with
a loose rope round his neck to
prevent him from bending for-
ward, and with a bayonet against
his forehead to prevent sleep.
tach time he complained.

HE WAS HORSEWHIPPED

in the face and on the back.
“This ill-treatment was continu-
cd for two days and nights, after
which the sufferings of the
prisoners were aggravated by
Japanese soldiers kickiurg them
as they passed. On the thrird
day the Japanese, discovering
that they were ill-treating the
wrong man, told the Dutchman
that he could join his wife in
the local hospital, Shortly after
the-arrest of her husband, She
had ‘been ordered out of the
house, but had been taken back
there on the next night by Ja-
panese soldiers to show them
how the lights, the refrigerator
and other conveniences worked.
The couple lived in the hospital
for some months on ‘a meagre
diet of rice, supplemented by
‘ruit and other food surrepti-
{iously brought to them at
night-time by.

' FAITHFUL NATIVE
SERVANTS

After four months confinement
.he couple escaped on horses,
with the aid of their servants,
and reached the domain of the
suerrilla bands where the Ja-
nanese had mot penetrated.
“ventually they left the island
'y secret means. The Dutchman
.ays that as the result of Ja-
nanese brutality the natives ore
doing = everything possible to
Lelp the guerrillas. The Japa-
nese maltreated native women
and robbed the natives of their
money end other possessions.
They appear to have treated
Furopean women decently, and
tnose with children seemed to
rave,a distinct advantage. The
Japanese appeared to respect
children, and a child could keep
{he Japanese soldiers out of the
nouse.

WAR'S BRAVEST BOY

His name was Alfred Kupert
Ttead, 18; he lived at Wclling,
Kent. His story was first told
on the front page ol the Daily

Mirror, under the heading
‘Bravest Boy of the War”. Only
vesterday, months after his
death, he was revealed as the

One of the most spectacular
U-boat “kills” of the war was
made in the Bay of Biscay re-
cently by the ¢ombined efforts
of two aircraft, one from Coastal
Command and the other from
Bomber Command, states the Air
Ministry News Service.

The U-boat was crippled by
the first aircraft. Later, wallow
ing helplessly, it was dispatch-
ed by the other. As it went down
the air inside its hull erupted
{rom the conning tower, blowing
oul some of the crew into the
pool of oil in which others who
had jumped overboard were
already swimming. The crew
were left struggling in the water.

1t is not often possible for the
air crews engaged in anti-sub-
marine patrols to see such
definite results from their at-
tacks by bombs and depth charg-
rs, On this occasion there was
no doubt.

The U-boat was first sighted
at 12,13 hours and four minutes
later it was disabled, with Ms
bows out of the ‘water at an
angle. The aircraft bombed again
and machine-gunned the U-
boat as it slid slowly beneath
the sea, stern first. This attack
disabled the submarine.

At 13.56 hours the second
aircraft found the U-boat on the
surface, drifting helplessly on
the edge of a pool of oil. The
front gunner sprayed the decks,
and the bombs plumped into
the sea right across the hull. The
U-boat was covered in  spray
and foam, and when this had
subsided there was no one on
its deck.

The aircraft came in tu bomb
again and this time the U-boat
was now so low in the water
that at tinwes it disappeared
beneath the wash left by the
bombs, The U-boat opened fire
on the aircraft, whose gunners
again shot up the conning tow-
er, killing the gun crew. At
14,10 hours the U-boat began
to sink for the last time. Svme
40 of the U-boat's crew were in
the water and oil. Pefore
leaving, the aircraft flew low

over the survivors and dropped
a seamarker in case rescue was
possible.

FLAGS OF THE ALLIES .

The German war policy has
swung around in full circle. Her
war machine, geared for speed
and guick results has achieved
its maximum performance, and
must be scrapped and built
again. For this Germany needs
time and security. Thus, as the
fourth war winter opens, she
is preparing to be as efficient
in defence as she was in offence
in the first two years of the
war.

HOPING FOR THF BEST. Ever
since the failure of “Victory in
I941” the Nazi leaders have
reckoned with the possibility
of having to change their tactics,
this year they might be able to
They hoped during the spring of
this year they night be able to
make good the disastrous delay
of those winter months in
Russia. Hitler, on March 15th.
even went so far as to repeat
what he had said the previous

October. “The bolshevik masses
will be smashed by us during
the summer to utter destruc-

tion” .

But at the same time another
plan came in for consideration,
in case Hitler's boast should for
a second time be unfulfilled.
PREPARING FOR THE
WORST. It is this other plan
that emerges so clearly from the
recent speeches of Hitler and
Goering. It was summed up by
Hitler ‘with the words “If in the
north of Europe, in' the west,
and on all other fronts we are
on the defensive, we are comply
ing with one of the greatest
prerequisites of Europe's reor-
ganization in and for the war'.

That is to say, Germany in-
tends to held and censolidate
her gains, to build impregnable
defences around Europe and
conquered eastern territory, and
complete as quickly as possible
the welding of the continent
into an independent  self-sup-
porting whole.

| THE HARDER TASK .

It is a grand thing to be able
to make an all-out effort when
the occasion demands. Britain
has shown that she can do it.
a pgreater test of

strength to “maintain a steady,’

relentless pressure.

It gives one legitimate pride to
watch the continued wuntiring
day by day and night-by-night
efforts of the British people.
